Hazardous Materials Review Memo for the NDOR Project Alvo North 
(C.N. 11450). 


Overview 


A hazardous materials review (HMR) was completed by Olsson Associates for the Alvo North 
project and approved by NDOR on March 24, 2014.  A HMR was required for this project 
because the scope of work exceeds the project exemptions. The purpose of the HMR is to 
identify environmental concerns associated with hazardous materials and petroleum products 
which could potentially be encountered during the construction project.  This memo summarizes 
the conclusions and applicable mitigation measures found in the HMR and assists the 
Environmental Documents manager in completing the Hazardous Materials section of the CE 
Determination Form for Federal-Aid Projects.  The HMR can be found in the NDOR project file. 


Hazardous Material Site Discussion 


The HMR identified two facilities where past releases have occurred within the hazardous 
materials study area.  The Roads Department Greenwood yard had a release of diesel and 
gasoline related to an underground storage tank.  This facility is located approximately .25 miles 
north of construction.  Based on the distance, downgradient location, and the no further 
remedial action (NFA) status, there is a low potential of encountering contamination during 
construction. 


A former Superfund USDA grain bin was removed about 0.1 miles east of the project in Alvo. 
This site is east of where the current grain bins are located in Alvo.  EPA investigation revealed 
Carbon Tetrachloride was discovered in the soil and groundwater in the vicinity of the former 
grain bin.  Soil contamination was greatest at depth of 12 to 20 feet below ground surface (bgs). 
Groundwater samples in the nearest sampling location just northeast of the former bin revealed 
the presence of contamination but the levels were below limits establish by NDEQ target 
cleanup for direct contact with contaminated groundwater.  The site was closed with a no further 
remedial action planned because there was not a significant risk of exposure.  Soil 
contamination is not likely to be encountered due to the distance to construction activities.  
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Groundwater contamination is not likely to be encountered given the flow direction is to the 
northeast and the shallowest depths to groundwater near Alvo (80 feet bgs, NE DNR) are below 
proposed excavations.  Based on the information above, there is a low potential of encountering 
contamination originating from this site during construction. 
 
 
Project Changes 
 
The proposed project has had several changes since the review and approval of the HMR in 
2014.  The primary changes consist of extending the northern project limits from mile marker 
(MM) 10.34 to 10.47 and adding on onsite wetlands mitigation bank between stations 130.00 
and 135.00 (see attached aerial).  Guardrail replacement was also removed from the project 
scope.  After review of the project changes, it has been determined that the conclusions of the 
HMR remain the same.  The wetlands mitigation site is not in the vicinity of any hazardous 
material sites and the extended limits do not add any new hazardous material sites within the 
study area.  In addition, database review did not identify any new release within the HMR study 
area. 
 
 
Asbestos and Lead 
 
No bridge modification or demolition is proposed as part of the project.  No asbestos or lead 
mitigation is required. 
 
 
Unexpected Waste Commitment 
 
If contaminated soils and/or water or hazardous materials are encountered, then all work within 
the immediate area of the discovered hazardous material shall stop until NDOR/FHWA is 
notified and a plan to dispose of the Hazardous Materials has been developed. Then NDEQ 
shall be consulted and a remediation plan shall be developed for this project. The potential 
exists to have contaminants present resulting from minor spillage during fueling and service 
associated with construction equipment. Should contamination be found on the project during 
construction, the NDEQ shall be contacted for consultation and appropriate actions to be taken. 
The Contractor is required by NDOR's Standard Specification section 107 (legal relations and 
responsibilities to the public) to handle and dispose of contaminated material in accordance with 
applicable laws (NDOR District, Contractor).

Subject: Noise Study Determination Memo for the NDOR Project Alvo North (C.N. 11450) 


in Cass County, NE 
 
 
The NDOR Noise Section staff has reviewed the project description for the Alvo North project to 
determine if a noise study is warranted.  Based on the materials reviewed, the proposed 
alignment shifts in several areas along the project.  Review of each alignment shift reveals that 
in most areas the highway shifts away from adjacent residences, but in some locations the 
highway shifts closer.  In the areas where the proposed highway moves closer to the 
residences, the change does not halve the distance from the receptor to the highway.  
 
The project also included a profile change at several locations along the proposed project for 
improved site distance.  After reviewing the locations of the profile changes in relation to the 
adjacent receptors, there is not a situation in which shielding is removed exposing the line of 
site from the highway to the receptors.  There is no substantial vertical change as defined in 23 
CFR 772.5.  This project does not fit the definition of a Type I project and is therefore exempt 
from a noise study.

The APE includes all construction activities outlined in the project description and includes 50 meters (164 feet) along the entire length of the project. 
 
The area of potential effects (APE) includes all areas of construction activity as described in the attached project description: ROW to ROW and 170 feet from current 
ROW on west side of project site; 60 feet from current ROW on east side of project site (Widths chosen due to relocation of the road to the west). 
 
The APE includes a proposed wetland mitigation site.

The entire APE was subject to pedestrian archeological survey (with the exception of farm yards and other inaccessible areas). Six archeological sites, 25CC366, 25CC367, 
25CC368, 25CC369, 25CC270 and 25CC271 were identified. Sites 25CC366 - 25CC369 are late 19th to mid 20th century Euro-American scatters of artifacts consisting of 
ceramics, glassware and metal fragments associated with non-extant farmsteads. These sites are not recommended NRHP eligible. Site 25CC370 is a prehistoric site 
consisting of a chert tool, burned sandstone and a scatter of Euro-American artifacts. Due to low ground surface visibility, this site was tested in 2014 and is 
recommended not eligible due to lack of physical integrity. 25CC371, the abandoned Belmont Cemetery, was organized in 1881. There are about 75 grave stones still 
standing in the eastern half of the cemetery.  Additional testing was required to check for unmarked burials. A Ground Penetrating Radar (GPR) survey was conducted in 
November 2013 on a portion of the cemetery. Two anomalies were discovered during the GPR survey. These were tested on May 6, 2014 by excavating shovel tests at 
the location of the anomalies as well as a control shovel test. No unmarked burials were located. Cemeteries are not normally eligible for the NRHP, and to be 
considered for listing on the NRHP they must meet special Criteria Considerations found in the National Register Bulletin 41: Guidelines for Evaluating and Registering 
Cemeteries and Burial Places. Criteria Consideration D refers to the special conditions cemeteries must meet to be eligible for the NRHP in most cases. They must be 
significant for having graves of important persons, from their age, distinctive design features, or association with historic events. Using this Criteria Consideration the 
Belmont Cemetery does not qualify for listing on the NRHP under any of the following Criteria: (Criteria A) association with events that have made significant impacts to 
history, (Criteria B) association with significant historical figures, (Criteria C) possessing significant artistic or architectural characteristics, or (Criteria D) the potential to 
yield important information. There are no significant archeological properties present within the APE.


The APE was reviewed and evaluated for all above ground resources which meet the NESHPO requirements for survey. Six properties, including two cemeteries were 
evaluated for NRHP significance. None of these properties are recommended NRHP eligible due to a lack of physical integrity or lack of significance. There are no 
significant above ground resources within the APE.

This New & Reconstruction project on N-63 would replace the existing asphalt pavement with dowelled 
concrete pavement on a shifted alignment for 6.15 miles and 0.14 miles of shoulder work located in Cass 
County. The project starts just south of the northern corporate limits of the City of Alvo at mile marker (MM) 
4.20, and extends north to MM 10.49, 0.32 miles south of the Interstate 80 (I-80) and N-63 interchange. 
Construction may begin and/or end approximately 200 feet ahead of or beyond the actual project limits to 
accommodate transitioning the pavement. Removal of the entire pavement structure and modification of the 
pavement base requires the use of reconstruction standards, in this DR-4 design template.


The existing roadway on this segment of N-63 consists of the following:


MM 4.20 to MM 4.23: This segment consists of two 12 foot wide asphalt lanes and 5 foot wide earth shoulders.  


MM 4.23 to MM 10.35: This segment consists of two 11.75 foot wide asphalt lanes and 1 foot wide earth 
shoulders.


MM 10.35 to MM 10.49: This segment of N-63 consists of two 12 foot wide concrete lanes and variable width 
earth shoulders.


The improvements on this project consist of removing the existing pavement and reconstructing with dowelled 
concrete pavement on foundation course and lime stabilized subgrade. The alignment of N-63 would be
shifted to the west or east of the existing highway centerline at various locations along the project.  The new 
roadway typical section consists of two 12-foot wide lanes and an 8-foot wide shoulder, of which 2 feet is 
surfaced. The project also includes grading consistent with the DR4 standard typical cross section to the 
Lateral Obstacle Clear distance (LOC). One bridge size structure would be extended, Structure Number S063 
00814, and an overflow structure would be added. Culverts located along the project would be removed and 
replaced or extended to accommodate the new grading.

All culverts would be modified and culverts may be constructed at new locations.
One existing bridge size structure (Structure Number S063 00814)  would be extended and an overflow 
structure would be added. 
Existing surfaced driveways and intersections would be replaced.
Rock or gravel would be placed behind driveways and intersections to match the new concrete.







Mailbox turnouts would be constructed.
New horizontal and vertical alignments would be constructed. 
The reconstructed shoulders would be widened from the variable existing width to 8 foot wide with 2 
foot wide surfaced. A beveled edge and rumble stripes would be included with the surfaced 
shoulder.    
Project surveying and staking would be required.
Areas disturbed during construction would be stabilized utilizing methods of erosion control as shown in 
the Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP). 
Permanent pavement markings would be applied to all new surfacing.
Additional property rights would be required to build this project. Alignment shift would occur to meet 
design standards and to minimize impacts to channels, wetlands, residential homes and two cemetery 
locations. 
A permittee responsible mitigation site would be acquired and developed as part of this project.
Access to adjacent properties would be maintained during construction but may be limited at times due 
to phasing requirements.
Work may be required to be accomplished at night.
This project would not be constructed under traffic. A detour would be provided.
Traffic would be detoured on the state highway system.  Work would not be required on the designated 
detour route.
The project would include relocation of existing utility poles outside of the 30 foot wide Lateral Obstacle

In general, the areas through which this project and its detour route travel have low populations of 
minority, Hispanic, and low-income persons when compared to Cass County. In only one instance is the 
minority, Hispanic, or low-income population of a tract, city, or village meaningfully greater than the 
figure for Cass County. The Village of Alvo contains a low-income population.  
 
However, despite the presence of a low-income population in the Village of Alvo, there will be no 
disproportionately high and adverse human health or environmental effects visited upon minority and 
low-income populations, as defined in USDOT Order 5610.2(a), for the following reasons: 
 


This project will be constructed using a detour route. The detour route is approximately 31 miles 
in length. However, multiple county roads of much shorter distance are located adjacent to this 
project area. It is very likely that traffic on N-63, including Village of Alvo traffic, will use these 
shorter county roads to bypass the project rather than driving the entire distance around the 
detour route.

 Public Involvement Outreach Requirements for Public Information Open House Meeting:  
C.N. 11450, STP-63-2(108), Alvo North 
 
Based on an analysis of the project scope and a civil rights analysis, a public information open house meeting, 
targeted mailer in the form of a public notification, legal notice, news release, temporary highway signs, 
website, and a 30-day comment period were used as outreach tools for public involvement on this project.  A 
public information open house meeting was held at the Alvo Fire Station, Fire Department and Rescue Squad 
Meeting Room in Alvo, Nebraska on Thursday, June 16, 2016 from 4:00 PM to 6:00 PM, with approximately 42 
citizens in attendance. The public notification involved mailing a project notification to a compiled distribution 
list of 89 citizens and businesses adjacent to Nebraska Highway 63, from mile marker (MM) 4.20 to MM 10.49. 
Additionally, 55 public and private agencies with potential interest in the project were also included in the 
distribution list, including the Nebraska Trucking Association, Eagle Raceway, and I-80 Speedway. Legal notices 
were placed in three Nebraska Press Association (NPA) recognized newspapers, including the Omaha World 
Herald on June 1, 2016, the Plattsmouth Journal on June 2, 2016, and the Lincoln Journal Star on June 3, 2016. 
The notice was also placed in the Alvo Nebraska Newsletter, as well as placed on the alvonebraska.com website 
and events calendar. A news release was published on June 2, 2016. Temporary highway signs advertising the 
meeting were placed near the project location. Project information was placed on the NDOR website.  


 
NDOR Public Involvement received 9 comments during the specified comment period (June 1, 2016 – July 1, 
2016), outlined below. 
 


COMMENT RESPONSE 


Call Log: 
 
Citizen (representing a property for sale south of 
Church Road) contacted ROW representative 
wanting a guarantee of when offers would be made 
on the project. Citizen stated they could proceed 
with the property sale with information ROW 
provided (see response). 


Citizen was informed that NDOR could not give an accurate timeline due to 
permitting issues with FHWA. Citizen was sent a ROW design file.  


Call Log: 
 
Citizen (owner of agricultural property on project) 
asked about the type of information to be presented 
at the public meeting. Spoke to ROW representative 
about ROW process. Was concerned about capital 
gains in 2016 as she has a life estate interest with 
her daughter as the remainder person. Wanted 
information about construction phasing. Stated she 
felt the project was much needed and believed 
traffic had increased significantly as truckers were 
using the route as a cutoff to Hwy 2 rather than go 
through Lincoln. She and her daughter intended to 
be at the public meeting. 


Assured citizen that NDOR could defer payment to 
2017 if she requested. ROW representative on the call could not answer questions 
about construction phasing but told her that the information would be presented at 
the meeting.

Citizen requested copies of highway cross-sections 
from points 572-577.

Citizen stated their well is in the front yard within 50 
feet of the edge of existing hardtop and if the power 
lines are moved from their present position, it would 
make service of the well difficult or worse. The well 
service representatives (AWS from Mead) told the 
citizens that services require a 20 feet clearance 
(OSHA rules) and is stamped on the rig. Stated that 
if OPPD would bury the lines this would not be an 
issue. Also noted that they did not receive notice of 
the meeting via mail, but saw the notice in the 
Omaha newspaper – asked to make sure they are 
added to the mailing list.

In regard to the relocation of the powerlines and concern for the operations of the 
well, NDOR would communicate concerns to Omaha Power Public District during 
utility design process. 
 
Apologize for inconvenience, generally explained NDOR utilizes county assessor 
information to send out project notifications, not sure why did not receive mailing 
but are looking into the issue. We believe it may have been an update issue with 
county assessor information. Our other methods of outreach (signs, legals, fliers, 
etc.) are for instances like this. Glad that alternate method of outreach assured their 
presence, as any citizen affected by the project and their input is important. Rest 
assured that property has been identified and that they are on the mailing list and 
will be throughout the life of the project.  
 
*NOTE: Reached out to county assessor and post office to assist in looking into 
issue. No information as of yet. 


Citizen is not pleased about selling any more ROW 
in front of their house. Wish we could look at moving 
the ditch 6 feet to the east as discussed (which 
citizen also owns) and that would give their home 
some reasonable room and still provide an 
adequate ditch. Invites planners to come out to 
discuss concerns.

Identified as Alvo North, the proposed project would replace the 


existing asphalt pavement with doweled concrete pavement on a shifted 


alignment for approximately 6.29 miles, which includes 0.14 miles of 


shoulder work on N-63, beginning just south of the northern corporate 


limits of the Village of Alvo, at mile marker (MM) 4.20, and extending 


north to MM 10.49, approximately 0.32 miles south of the Interstate 80 


(I-80) and N-63 interchange. Construction may begin and/or end 


approximately 200 feet ahead of or beyond the actual project limits to 


accommodate transitioning the pavement.    


The purpose of this proposed project is to improve the reliability of the 


transportation system, perpetuate the mobility of the traveling public, 


and bring the existing roadway up to current design standards. The 


need for this proposed project is based on the current condition of the 


roadway and recent inspections showing that the pavement distresses 


require reconstruction. Also, the existing roadway does not meet 


current geometric standards for cross-section, sight distances, grades, 


shoulder widths, and ditches. Improvements to the existing roadway 


profile and cross section are needed and would require a wider footprint 


for the new highway. The adjustments to the roadway profile would 


improve sight distances at drives and intersections. Widening the 


shoulders and flattening the side slopes would provide a lateral recover 


area for errant vehicles. Modifications to the ditches would improve 


drainage.  


The planned construction would consist of reconstructing N-63 with a 


new vertical and horizontal alignment that would meet current design 


standards, and would include removing the existing pavement and 


reconstructing with doweled concrete pavement. The alignment of 


N-63 would be shifted to the west or east of the existing highway 


centerline at various locations along the project. Alignment shift would 


occur to minimize impacts to streams, wetlands, homes, and two 


cemeteries. The proposed project would consist of two 12-foot-wide 


driving lanes and 8-foot-wide shoulders, of which two feet would be 


surfaced. Additional improvements include constructing the roadway to 


current design standards to improve sight distance at drives and 


intersections, building flattened side slopes, widening to provide more 


shoulder width and drainage, grading, and culvert work to 


accommodate the new construction. 


The proposed project would require the acquisition of additional 


property rights from adjacent landowners, which includes new right-of-


way (ROW), permanent easements (PE), and temporary easements 


(TE), for construction throughout the project area. Access to adjacent 


properties would be maintained during construction, but may be limited 


at times due to phasing requirements.  


Wetland impacts are anticipated and would be mitigated onsite and at a 


local wetlands bank. Other potential impacts include traffic delays and 


detour due to construction, acquisition of additional property rights 


from adjacent landowners, and temporary disruption of cemetery access 


during construction.  


Construction could begin as early as spring of 2017 with completion by 


fall of 2018.  The proposed project would be constructed in two phases 


and would require detouring N-63 traffic. A designated detour would 


be provided, utilizing U.S. Highway 34 (US-34), Nebraska Highway 50 


(N-50), Nebraska Highway 66 (N-66), and I-80. Phase 1 would begin 


in spring of 2017 and take approximately one construction season. It is 


anticipated that work would begin on the south end, just north of Alvo, 


and extend to a point south of Church Road. The detour would be 


temporarily lifted during the winter of 2017 and put back in place in the 


spring of 2018 to begin work on Phase 2. Work would begin a point 


south of Church Road to the end of the project, just south of the I-80 


Interchange, and would be complete by fall of 2018. During the 2018 


construction season (Phase 2) the already completed south portion of 


the highway would be made available to local traffic. 


Details will be available at the public meeting. Traffic on Church Road 


would be maintained for eastbound and westbound movements during 


construction.

Public Involvement Outreach Requirements for Public Information Open House Meeting:  
C.N. 11450, STP-63-2(108), Alvo North 


Based on an analysis of the project scope and a civil rights analysis, a public information open house meeting, 
targeted mailer in the form of a public notification, legal notice, news release, temporary highway signs, website, 
and a 30-day comment period were used as outreach tools for public involvement on this project.  A public 
information open house meeting was held at the Alvo Village Office in Alvo, Nebraska on Thursday, November 
14, 2013 from 4:00 PM to 6:00 PM. The public notification involved mailing a project notification to a compiled 
distribution list of 62 citizens and businesses adjacent to Nebraska Highway 63, from mile marker (MM) 4+20 to 
MM 10+35. Additionally, 24 public and private agencies with potential interest in the project were also included in 
the distribution list, including the Nebraska Truck Association.  Legal notices were placed in a Nebraska Press 
Association (NPA) recognized newspaper, the Lincoln Journal Star on October 27, 2013 and November 7, 2013.  A 
news release was published on October 31, 2013.  Temporary highway signs advertising the meeting were placed 
near the project.  Project information was placed on the NDOR website. 


NDOR Public Involvement received 6 comments during the specified comment period (October 27, 2013 – 
November 14, 2013), outlined below.   


COMMENT RESPONSE 


Business/property owner was not able to attend and 
was concerned with the proposed detours. 


Appreciates input and will be taken into consideration. Explained NDOR is required 
to provide a suitable paved detour route whenever a project requires total closure 
of the roadway.

Explained NDOR studying 
alternative alignments to minimize impacts to the adjacent residences along the 
project. Alternatives were presented at the public information meeting along with a 
matrix showing evaluated factors. Mentioned information is available on NDOR 
website. Explained benefits of the preferred alignment. Mentioned the reduction in 
impact to property was already addressed through the design modification request 
by property owner. 


Property owners were concerned about the sight 
distances at Mill Rd, and the erosion control at 
culvert outlets.  


Appreciates input and will be taken into consideration. Explained the proposed 
roadway presented at the public information meeting was designed to meet current 
standards for intersection sight distance at every side road and drive along the 
project. Explained where the current stands come from. Noted that the erosion 
control at culvert outlets would be addressed in the final design. Mentioned flow 
velocities would be evaluated at each culvert and the appropriate erosion control 
and/or energy dissipitator would be installed.

Location and Study Area:


This project is located along Nebraska Highway 63 (N-63) beginning in the northern corporate limits of Alvo and 
extending north to approximately 0.32 miles south of the intersection of N-63 and Interstate 80 (I-80) in Cass 
County, Nebraska.


The Environmental Study Area is confined to the length of this project (6.29 miles) plus 200 feet on either end 
along N-63 from Mile Marker (MM) 4.20 to MM 10.49, including the existing right-of-way (ROW) and the limits of 
construction (LOCs) plus 50 feet beyond the ROW or LOCs for most of the project length, and extending to 150 
feet beyond the ROW or LOCs at the bridges and culverts for wetlands and most other resources. For regulated 
materials the Study Area extended to 0.1 mile, and for Section 4(f) resources, 0.25 mile beyond the ROW or 
LOCs.

Removal of the 
entire pavement structure and modification of the pavement base requires the use of reconstruction standards, in 
this DR-4 design template. 


The existing roadway on this segment of N-63 consists of the following:


MM 4.20 to MM 4.23: This segment consists of two 12 foot wide asphalt lanes and 5 foot wide earth shoulders. 


MM 4.23 to MM 10.35: This segment consists of two 11.75 foot wide asphalt lanes and 1 foot wide earth 
shoulders.


MM 10.35 to MM 10.49: This segment of N-63 consists of two 12 foot wide concrete lanes and variable width 
earth shoulders.


The improvements on this project consist of removing the existing pavement and reconstructing with dowelled 
concrete pavement on foundation course and lime stabilized subgrade. The alignment of N-63 would be shifted to 
the west or east of the existing highway centerline at various locations along the project. The new roadway typical 
section consists of two 12-foot wide lanes and an 8-foot wide shoulder, of which 2 feet is surfaced. The project 
also includes grading consistent with the DR-4 standard typical cross section to the Lateral Obstacle Clear 
distance. One bridge size structure would be extended, Structure Number S063 00814, and an overflow structure 
would be added. Culverts located along the project would be removed and replaced or extended to accommodate 
the new grading.

•    All culverts would be modified and culverts would be constructed at new locations.
•    One existing bridge size structure (Structure Number S063 00814) would be extended and an overflow 
structure would be added. 
•    Existing surfaced driveways and intersections would be replaced.
•    Rock or gravel would be placed behind driveways and intersections to match the new concrete.
•    Mailbox turnouts would be constructed. 
•    New horizontal and vertical alignments would be constructed. 
•    The reconstructed shoulders would be widened from the variable existing width to 8 foot wide with 2 foot wide 
surfaced.

•    Traffic would be detoured on the state highway system. Work would not be required on the designated detour 
route.
•    The project would include relocation of existing utility poles outside of the 30 foot wide Lateral Obstacle Clear 
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distance.


Purpose:  The purpose of this project is to improve the reliability of the transportation system, perpetuate the 
mobility of the traveling public, and bring the existing roadway up to current design standards.


Need:  The need for this project is based on information from the NDOR’s Pavement Management System, 
Materials & Research Pavement Design section and District 1. These entities have determined that the pavement 
distresses present on this section of N-63 are significant enough to warrant reconstruction. The existing asphalt 
between mile marker (MM) 4.20 and MM 4.23 is seven years old and would be eleven years old at the time of 
construction. The asphalt on this segment is currently rutted approximately 6 millimeters. A rutting depth greater 
than 6 millimeters is a classified as a “Fair” condition rating. The asphalt between MM 4.23 and 10.35 is currently 
one year old and would be four years old at the time of construction. In the most recent five years, annual 
maintenance costs have been very high, averaging $8,094 per lane per mile. Maintenance activities have 
included joint and crack filling, armor coating, patching, and shoulder grading. Prior to surfacing maintenance 
conducted in 2010 and 2011, the roadway had a Nebraska Serviceability Index (NSI)(1) of 59 and Cracking Index
(2) of 32, “Fair” and “Poor” condition ratings respectively. Furthermore, this segment has experienced significant 
rutting, as high as 10.7 millimeters in 2005, but rutting has been mitigated by maintenance activities in multiple 
years. Current pavement metrics reflect the conditions present following the 2011 resurfacing project, and 
therefore do not indicate the need for reconstruction. The 2011 resurfacing was an emergency fix aimed at 
extending the pavement life until reconstruction can take place. The pavement has effectively reached the end of 
its life and long term overlays are no longer a viable option. Total reconstruction of the pavement is required. 


Total reconstruction of the pavement requires the design for the highway meet New and Reconstruction Design 
Standards. The existing roadway does not meet current geometric standards for cross-section sight distance, 
grades, shoulder widths, and ditches. Improvements to the existing roadway profile and cross section are needed 
and would require a wider footprint for the new highway. Adjustments to the roadway profile would improve sight 
distances at drives and intersections. Widening the shoulders and flattening side slopes would provide for a 
lateral recovery area for errant vehicles. The subgrade currently does not drain due to the small grade difference 
between the ditch elevation and subgrade elevation. The road profile and ditches must be modified to improve the 
drainage. Any pavement strategy that does not address drainage of the subgrade would have a short life cycle 
and high recurring maintenance costs.


An alternatives analysis was completed for this project. The following five alternatives were considered:


Alternative 1- Horizontal and vertical alignments developed by NDOR
Alternative 2- Alternative 1 horizontal alignment with a modified vertical alignment
Alternative 3 - Modified horizontal alignment with Alternative 2 vertical alignment
Alternative 4 - Alternative 3 horizontal alignment with Alternative 1 vertical alignment
Alternative 5 - Horizontal alignment follows existing N-63 alignment


Key elements considered in the development of the general layout of the alignment concepts included:
Project Cost
Wetland and Waters of the US (WOUS) Impacts
Cemetery Impacts
Right-of-Way (ROW) Impacts
Earthwork Balances and Quantities
Constructability
Access and traffic disruptions during construction


Note: Intersection sight distance was reviewed at all intersections and drives for each of the alternatives to assure 
that alignments meet desirable design standards.


Alternative 1


Alternative 1 features a shift in the horizontal alignment, approximately 60 feet to the west of the existing 
centerline of N-63, starting just north of the corporate limits for the Village of Alvo. The proposed centerline runs 
parallel with the existing N-63 for approximately 7,500 feet before shifting the roadway back to the east, near the 
McKelvie Road intersection. This shift in alignment reduces impacts to the Alvo Cemetery located east of N-63 at 


Purpose and Need (include for Level 3, NWP 23, and Section 4(f) Programmatic Evaluation):
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approximately MM 4.50.


The horizontal alignment then shifts to the east side of the existing N-63 centerline near MM 5.80
, just south of McKelvie Road, where it then runs parallel at 50 feet to the east of N-63 for approximately 2,000 
feet before shifting back on to the existing N-63 centerline near MM 7.00, or just south of Bluff Road. The 
alignment then follows the existing N-63 alignment to the end of the project near MM 10.49, where it ties into the 
recently constructed I-80 and N-63 interchange.


Alternative 2


Alternative 2 utilizes the same horizontal alignment developed in Alternative 1. The vertical alignment was 
adjusted to reduce the impacts to the adjacent properties by reducing the cuts and fills at existing drive locations, 
adjacent residences and county road intersections. Both vertical curve lengths and grades were adjusted with the 
focus on minimizing impacts at the side roads, driveways and stream crossings. Special ditches were also 
modified to accommodate the changes in vertical alignment.


Alternative 3


Alternative 3 features minor modifications to the horizontal alignment developed in Alternative 1 to further reduce 
impacts to adjacent properties, channel impacts and wetland impacts. The radius of the horizontal curve at 
approximately MM 4.44 was increased from 4,000 feet to 12,600 feet to match the other proposed curves on the 
project and eliminate the need for superelevation.


The location of the alignment shift from the west side to the east side near McKelvie Road was adjusted 
approximately 1,000 feet north, moving from MM 5.80 to approximately MM 6.00. This adjustment reduced the 
impacts to the residence located on the east side of N-63 at MM 5.80.


The alignment was shifted approximately 25 feet east of the Alternative 1 alignment to minimize the impacts to 
the residence located to the west of N-63 at MM 6.70. This shift would eliminate the need to relocate the 
residence and buildings located adjacent to the existing right of way.


A new cross over was introduced at approximately MM 7.00, near Bluff Road which takes the alignment from the 
east side to the west side of existing N-63 to reduce impacts at the residence located to the east of N-63 at 
approximately MM 7.12. The alignment continues along the west side, offset approximately 45 feet from the 
existing centerline of N-63, for approximately 1 mile before crossing back to east of existing N-63 alignment at 
approximately MM 8.37. The alignment then runs parallel, offset approximately 25 feet to the east of N-63 for the 
next mile before tapering into the existing alignment near MM 9.70.


Alternative 3 utilizes the same vertical alignment developed in Alternative 2. Minor modifications were made to the 
special ditches to accommodate the shift in the horizontal alignment developed in Alternative 3.


Alternative 4


Alternative 4 utilizes the same horizontal alignment developed in Alternative 3 and the same vertical alignment as 
Alternative 1. Minor modifications were made to the special ditches to accommodate the shift in the horizontal 
alignment developed in Alternative 3.


Alternative 5


Alternative 5 would be constructed on the existing N-63 alignment. Changes to the roadway would include 
widening the roadway footprint to meet design standards


Alternative Analysis


Alternative 5 would require the relocation of approximately 100 graves within Alvo Cemetery and relocation of six 
residences and outbuildings. Impacts to wetlands/WOUS for Alternative 5 would be similar to the other four 
alternatives. Based on the alternative analysis Alternative 5 was removed from further consideration based on the 
level of impacts within the study area.


Alternatives 1 through 4 were carried forward to the public involvement meeting. Alternative 1 involved the 
relocation of one residence and was not preferred. Alternative 2 had a higher amount of wetland impacts when

compared to Alternative 3 and was not preferred. Alternative 4 would require temporary access roads and would 
have the highest amount of wetland impacts. Therefore, Alternative 3 was selected to be the preferred alternative.


Based upon the evaluation of concept alternatives developed for this project, Alternatives 2 and 3 provide the 
lowest costs as well as the least amount of environmental and right-of-way impacts. Alternatives 2 and 3 also 
enhance constructability and would accommodate access to adjacent properties during construction when 
compared to Alternatives 1 and 4.


Looking at the project from the perspective of the residents who live along the project, Alternative 3 eliminates the 
relocation of one residence and provides the least amount of impacts to the other residences both during and 
after construction. This alignment was pulled away from the majority of residences along the project, thus creating 
more favorable driveway grades and less property disturbances during construction.


Alternative 3 also has the lowest impacts to wetlands as compared to the other alternatives. However, this 
alternative does have a slight increase in channel impacts as compared to Alternative 2. Based on the factors 
reviewed as part of the preliminary alternatives analysis, Alternative 3 was selected as the preferred alternative.


1: NSI is a pavement conditions index used to gauge the overall health of a pavement section. It is calculated 
numerical value based on pavement distresses such as transverse, wheelpath, and longitudinal cracking. Its 
value ranges on a scale of 0 to 100, with 0 being "very poor" condition and 100 being "very good" condition.
2: The Cracking Index is a rating of value used to qualify the amount of cracking based on the severity and extent 
noted during visual inspection.

A delineation occurred on May 6-8, 2013. Additional work was completed on June 18, 2013 and October 1
-2, 2015. Unavoidable project impacts consist of 1.66-ac permanent impacts to PEMA/C wetlands, 0.060-
ac temporary impacts to PEMA/C wetlands, 0.14-ac permanent impacts to PEMF wetlands, 0.015-ac 
temporary impacts to PEMF wetlands, and 0.24-ac permanent impacts to PFOA wetlands. Stream 
channel impacts associated with the project include 0.035-ac of filled stream channel (775 feet)
and 0.0238-ac (521 feet) of channel cleanout/shaping. (Note that none of the stream channel impacts nor 
the channel cleanout/shaping impacts exceed 200 feet at any one location.) Based on the project impacts 
and permitting thresholds, the roadway project would be permitted as a Nationwide Permit 23. Impacts to 
PEMA/C and PEMF wetlands would be debited to the existing NDOR Rock Creek mitigation bank site.

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11.5   Describe potential conflicts and the coordination with officials/agencies:


The Hazardous Materials Review (HMR) identified two facilities where past releases have occurred within 
the hazardous materials study area. The Roads Department Greenwood yard had a release of diesel and 
gasoline related to an underground storage tank. This facility is located approximately 0.25 miles north of 
construction. Based on the distance, down gradient location, and the no further remedial action (NFA) 
status, there is a low potential of encountering contamination during construction.


A former Superfund USDA grain bin was removed about 0.1 miles east of the project in Alvo. This site is 
east of where the current grain bins are located in Alvo. EPA investigation revealed Carbon Tetrachloride 
was discovered in the soil and groundwater in the vicinity of the former grain bin. Soil contamination was 
greatest at depth of 12 to 20 feet below ground surface (bgs). Groundwater samples in the nearest 
sampling location just northeast of the former bin revealed the presence of contamination but the levels 
were below limits establish by NDEQ target cleanup for direct contact with contaminated groundwater. The 
site was closed with a no further remedial action planned because there was not a significant risk of 
exposure. Soil contamination is not likely to be encountered due to the distance to construction activities. 
Groundwater contamination is not likely to be encountered given the flow direction is to the northeast and 
the shallowest depths to groundwater near Alvo (80 feet bgs, NE DNR) are below proposed excavations. 
Based on the information above, there is a low potential of encountering contamination originating from 
this site during construction.


The proposed project has had several changes since the review and approval of the HMR in 2014. The 
primary changes consist of extending the northern project limits from MM 10.34 to 10.47 and adding on 
onsite wetlands mitigation bank between stations 130.00 and 135.00. Guardrail replacement was also 
removed from the project scope. After review of the project changes, it has been determined that the 
conclusions of the HMR remain the same. The wetlands mitigation site is not in the vicinity of any 
hazardous material sites and the extended limits do not add any new hazardous material sites within the 
study area. In addition, database review did not identify any new release within the HMR study area.

The areas through which this project travels are mostly English-speaking. In the areas surveyed, none of 
the data indicates the presence of an LEP population that reaches the NDOR LEP outreach triggers of 
5% or 1,000 persons. No LEP outreach is recommended for this project. 


Based on an analysis of the project scope and a civil rights analysis, a public information open house 
meeting, targeted mailer in the form of a public notification, legal notice, news release, temporary 
highway signs, website, and a 30-day comment period were used as outreach tools for public 
involvement on this project.A public information open house meeting was held at the Alvo Village Office 
in Alvo, Nebraska on Thursday, November 14, 2013 from 4:00 PM to 6:00 PM. The public notification 
involved mailing a project notification to a compiled distribution list of 62 citizens and businesses adjacent 
to N-63, from MM 4.20 to MM 10.35. Additionally, 24 public and private agencies with potential interest in 
the project were also included in the distribution list, including the Nebraska Truck Association. Legal 
notices were placed in a Nebraska Press Association (NPA) recognized newspaper, the Lincoln Journal 
Star on October 27, 2013 and November 7, 2013. A news release was published on October 31, 2013. 
Temporary highway signs advertising the meeting were placed near the project. Project information was 
placed on the NDOR website.


NDOR Public Involvement received 6 comments during the specified comment period (October 27, 2013 
– November 14, 2013), outlined in the attachments. 


Due to changes in the project scope, a second public information open house meeting was held at the 
Alvo Fire Station, Fire Department and Rescue Squad Meeting Room in Alvo, Nebraska on Thursday, 
June 16, 2016 from 4:00 PM to 6:00 PM, with approximately 42 citizens in attendance. The public 
notification involved mailing a project notification to a compiled distribution list of 89 citizens and 
businesses adjacent to Nebraska Highway 63, from mile marker (MM) 4.20 to MM 10.49.

Control Number (CN)13155_STP-66-7(117)_Mahoney Interchange, Phase 2 is located along the detour 
route and would consist of concrete resurfacing and bridge repair. The project would be constructed in 
2016 under traffic.
CN 13100_STP-66-7(116)_South Bend-N-50 is located along the detour route and would consist of 
resurfacing with bridge repair.

There are no anticipated cumulative impacts due to the Alvo North project in conjunction with the 
additional projects referenced above.

Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act: 


This project was reviewed for potential impacts to bald and golden eagles.  NDOR believes the project site 
does not have appropriate habitat for eagles.  Due to the lack of suitable habitat and information that there are 
no known bald or golden eagle nests within the project area, NDOR has determined that there will be no 
impact to these species. 
 
Migratory Bird Treaty Act: 
 
NDOR has developed an Avian Protection Plan (APP) to reduce conflicts between construction of NDOR 
projects and the laws governing migratory birds.  This procedure is designed to protect and conserve avian 
populations and reduce avian conflicts through changes in project scheduling (i.e. tree clearing outside of 
primary nesting period), increased migratory bird surveys, and changes in project construction timelines.  
NDOR will utilize its APP to reduce conflicts with migratory birds on this project.

A-6 Restricted Activities.  The following project activities shall, to the extent possible, be restricted to 


between the beginning and ending points (stationing, reference posts, mile markers, and/or section-
township-range references) of the project, within the right-of-way designated on the project plans: 
borrow sites, burn sites, construction debris waste disposal areas, concrete and asphalt plants, haul 
roads, stockpiling areas, staging areas, and material storage sites. 
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            For activities outside the project limits, the contractor should refer to the Nebraska Game and Park 
Commission website to determine which species ranges occur within the off-site area.  The contractor 
should plan accordingly for any species surveys that may be required to approve the use of a borrow 
site, or other off-site activities.

The contractor shall submit information 
such as an aerial photo showing the proposed activity site, a soil survey map with the location of the 
site, a plan-sheet or drawing showing the location and dimensions of the activity site, a minimum of 4 
different ground photos showing the existing conditions at the proposed activity site, depth to ground 
water and depth of pit, and the “Platte River depletion status” of the site. The District Construction 
Project Manager will notify NDOR Environmental which will coordinate with FHWA for acceptance if 
needed.  The contractor must receive notice of acceptance from NDOR, prior to starting the above 
listed project activities.   These project activities cannot adversely affect state and/or federally listed 
species or designated critical habitat. (NDOR Environmental, District Construction, Contractor). 


 
A-7 Waste/Debris. Construction waste/debris will be disposed of in areas or a manner which will not 


adversely affect state and/or federally listed species and/or designated critical habitat. (Contractor) 
 
A-8 Post Construction Erosion Control.  Erosion control activities that may take place by NDOR 


Maintenance or Contractors after construction is complete, but prior to project close-out, shall adhere to 
any standard conservation conditions for species designated for the project area during construction.

S-2 Platte River Depletions.  All efforts will be made to design the project and select borrow sites to

S-3 Revegetation. All permanent seeding and plantings (excluding managed landscaped areas) shall use 


species and composition native to the project vicinity as shown in the Plan for the Roadside 
Environment.   However, within the first 16 feet of the road shoulder, and within high erosion prone 
locations, tall fescue or perennial ryegrass may be used at minimal rates to provide quick groundcover 
to prevent erosion, unless state or federally listed threatened or endangered plants were identified in 
the project area during surveys.
