According to the hydraulic investigation and analysis completed for the floodplain
certifications on this Project, there will be no impact to the base flood elevation at any of the
encroachment locations. This will not increase the potential for loss of life or property, and
therefore would not be considered a significant risk.

(2) The impacts on natural and beneficial flood-plain values,

Natural and beneficial floodplain values include, but are not limited to, fish, wildlife, plants,
open space, natural beauty, scientific study, outdoor recreation, agriculture, forestry, natural
moderation of floods, water quality maintenance, and groundwater. There are no significant
encroachments associated with this Project and no increase in the base flood elevation;
therefore this project will not have a substantial adverse impact on the natural and beneficial
floodplain values. There will be temporary soil disturbance during construction activities.

As defined by the FHWA, the support of incompatible base floodplain development will
encourage, allow, serve, or otherwise facilitate incompatible base floodplain development,
such as commercial development or urban growth.

Latest revision dated 6/7/2016.

This project will resurface 12.06 miles of N-84 located in Knox County, starting at the junction of N-84
and N-13, at mile marker (MM) 10+34, and extending east to the east corporate limits of Bloomfield, at
MM 22+39. Construction may begin and/or end approximately 200 feet ahead of or beyond the actual
project limits to accommodate transitioning the pavement.

The existing roadway on this segment of N-84 consists of the following:
e MM 10+34 and MM 10+71: This rural segment consists of two 12 foot wide asphalt lanes and 6
foot wide earth shoulders.





MM 10+71 and MM 21+33: This rural segment consists of two 12 foot wide asphalt lanes and
5.5 foot wide earth shoulders. An asphalt right turn lane exists on N-84 for westbound traffic
turning north near MM 14+00 and a concrete right turn lane exists on N-84 for eastbound traffic
turning south near MM 18+75.

MM 21+33 and MM 21+61: This urban segment consists of 42 foot wide back to back asphalt
lanes with concrete curb and gutter.

MM 21+61 and MM 21+79: This urban segment consists of 42 foot wide back to back
composite lanes with concrete curb and gutter.

MM 21+79 and MM 21+94: This urban segment consists of 74 foot wide back to back
composite lanes with concrete curb and gutter and angled parking in both directions.

MM 21+94 and MM 22+14: This urban segment consists of 42 foot wide back to back
composite lanes with concrete curb and gutter.

MM 22+14 and MM 22+23: This urban segment consists of 42 foot wide back to back asphalt
lanes with concrete curb and gutter.

MM 22+23 and MM 22+39: This urban segment consists of a westbound 12 foot wide asphalt
lane and has been striped to provide a varying width, 10 foot max, asphalt shoulder, with an
additional 8 foot of earth shoulder beyond the asphalt edge. Eastbound the segment consist of a
21 foot wide composite section with curb and gutter.

For the rural portion of the project, MM 10+34 to MM 21+33, the improvements on this project consist
of milling of the existing asphalt roadway and resurfacing the roadway with asphalt. A beveled edge
will be installed. There will be a grade raise at the new edge of pavement. Existing culvert ends with
headwalls within the Fixed Obstacle Clear Zone will be extended or replaced with flared end sections as
warranted. The bridge deck at MM 17+89 (Structure S084 01789) will be replaced to achieve a 30 foot
clear width. Additional work includes, cleaning and painting the bearings, adding approach slabs with
grade beams on pile, and the existing guardrail will be removed and rebuilt. The bridge at MM 21+61
(Structure S084 02161) will undergo repairs including, but not limited to, full and partial depth deck
repairs, add bridge rail by sidewalk (north side), update bridge rail (south rail), abutment concrete
repairs, and resurface.

For the urban portion of the project, MM 21+33 to MM 22+39, the improvements consist of milling and
resurfacing the existing roadway with asphalt.

Areas disturbed during construction will be stabilized utilizing methods of erosion control as
shown in the Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP).

Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act:

This project was reviewed for potential impacts to bald and golden eagles. NDOR believes the project site
does not have appropriate habitat for eagles. Due to the lack of suitable habitat and information that there are
no known bald or golden eagle nests within the project area, NDOR has determined that there will be no
impact to these species.

Migratory Bird Treaty Act:

NDOR has developed an Avian Protection Plan (APP) to reduce conflicts between construction of NDOR
projects and the laws governing migratory birds. This procedure is designed to protect and conserve avian
populations and reduce avian conflicts through changes in project scheduling (i.e. tree clearing outside of
primary nesting period), increased migratory bird surveys, and changes in project construction timelines.
NDOR will utilize its APP to reduce conflicts with migratory birds on this project.

Fish and Wildlife Coordination Act:

A wetland delineation was completed in the field in July 2014. Based on current project design, there will be
0.016 acres of wetland impacts. This project will require a NPDES permit and Nationwide 3, non-notifying,
Section 404 permit from the Corps of Engineers.

For activities outside the project limits, the contractor should refer to the Nebraska Game and Park
Commission website to determine which species ranges occur within the off-site area. The contractor
should plan accordingly for any species surveys that may be required to approve the use of a borrow
site, or other off-site activities.

Area of Potential Effects (APE)

The APE for archeological properties and standing structures was chosen to adequately identify any historic properties that may be potentially altered given the scale
and scope of this undertaking. To accommodate any potential minor changes in the above generalized project description that might occur during continued project
development, the APE for direct construction effects includes an area generally 50 feet beyond present right-of-way adjacent to stream crossings (bridges and culverts)
and 20 feet beyond present right-of-way along the remainder of the project. The vertical depth of the APE normally involves soils and deposits at or near the surface but
can reach depths of 15 feet in the immediate area of bridges and culverts at stream crossings. The APE for effects to standing structures and farmsteads in rural areas
includes an area 100 feet beyond existing right-of-way and 25 feet in urban areas to account for any potential visual effects. The detour follows existing public roadways
with similar functional classification to the project, with no construction activities required. Given the scale and nature of the detour, effects resulting from increases to
traffic levels (including auditory, vibratory, and atmospheric effects) would be minor and temporary, and the potential impact on historic properties, if any, would be
negligible. Therefore an assessment of the detour is not required.

Summary of Archeological Investigations

An archeological review and evaluation of the entire APE was completed. Archeological pedestrian reconnaissance survey of several areas was completed using 10 meter
transects. As a result of this reconnaissance, one archeological site, 25KX93 was identified. Those areas in previously disturbed fill or on topographic settings with no
potential to impact intact archeological deposits were not surveyed. 25KX93 is the grave site of a child buried in 1886. The grave site is located alongside the NDOR ROW
on private property and is fenced. Grave sites are a property category that are generally not considered eligible for listing in the NRHP; this site does not meet NRHP
Criteria Consideration C and is not recommended NRHP eligible. However, this site is protected by the Nebraska Unmarked Human Burial Sites and Skeletal Remains
Protection Act (Nebraska Revised Statute 12-1201 thru 12-1212). There are no significant archeological properties in the APE.

Summary of Above Ground Resource Investigations

The project was investigated by Preservation Historian Megan Hilger using the Nebraska State Historic Preservation Office inventory and site files, Nebraska Historic
Building Survey Reconnaissance Survey Final Report of Cedar County (1988), the Cedar County Tax Assessor records, historic maps, and other primary and secondary
sources. Hilger also performed a vehicular reconnaissance on September 9, 2015 of the APE and conducted an inspection of all properties identified as meeting the
NeSHPO Historic Resources Survey Manual criteria for survey. All properties meeting these criteria were evaluated and incorporated into this investigation. The
investigation resulted in the identification and National Register evaluation of 27 properties in the APE. Twenty-four are recommended ineligible for the NRHP due to
lack of integrity and/or significance. The bridges that may be repaired (508401627, S08401789, S08402033, and S08402161) are not identified as eligible structures in
the Nebraska inventories of bridges before 1947 or of those from 1947 to 1965. These bridges are also not on the list of structures excluded from the November 2012
Advisory Council on Historic Preservation Program Comment issued for Streamlining Section 106 Review for Actions Affecting Post-1945 Concrete and Steel Bridges.
Three properties are recommended eligible for the NRHP but will not be affected by the project.

Project Description:

This project would resurface 12.06 miles of N-84 located in Knox County, starting at the
junction of N-84 and N-13, at mile marker (MM) 10.34, and extending east to the east corporate
limits of Bloomfield, at MM 22.39. Construction may begin and/or end approximately 200 feet
ahead of or beyond the actual project limits to accommodate transitioning the pavement.

The existing roadway on this segment of N-84 consists of the following:

e MM 10.34 and MM 10.71: This rural segment consists of two 12-foot wide asphalt lanes
and 6-foot wide earth shoulders.

e MM 10.71 and MM 21.33: This rural segment consists of two 12-foot wide asphalt lanes
and 5.5-foot wide earth shoulders. An asphalt right-turn lane exists on N-84 for
westbound traffic turning north near MM 14.00 and a concrete right-turn lane exists on
N-84 for eastbound traffic turning south near MM 18.75.

e MM 21.33 and MM 21.61: This urban segment consists of 42-foot wide back to back
asphalt lanes with concrete curb and gutter.

e MM 21.61 and MM 21.79: This urban segment consists of 42-foot wide back to back
composite lanes with concrete curb and gutter.

e MM 21.79 and MM 21.94: This urban segment consists of 74-foot wide back to back
composite lanes with concrete curb and gutter and angled parking in both directions.

s MM 21.94 and MM 22.14: This urban segment consists of 42-foot wide back to back
composite lanes with concrete curb and gutter.

e MM 22.14 and MM 22.23: This urban segment consists of 42-foot wide back to back
asphalt lanes with concrete curb and gutter.
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e MM 22.23 and MM 22.39: This urban segment consists of a westbound 12-foot wide
asphalt lane and has been striped to provide a varying width, 10-foot max, asphalt
shoulder, with an additional 8-foot of earth shoulder beyond the asphalt edge.

For the rural portion of the project, MM 10.34 to MM 21.33, the improvements on this project
consist of trench widening and performing hydrated lime slurry stabilization of the existing
asphalt roadway and resurfacing the roadway with asphalt. The growth from this strategy would
be used to widen the roadway two feet left and right, resulting in a 28-foot wide surfaced top.
There would be a grade raise at the new edge of pavement. Existing culvert ends with headwalls
within the Fixed Obstacle Clear Zone may be extended or replaced with flared end sections as
warranted. The bridge deck at MM 17.89 (Structure S084 01789) would be replaced to achieve a
30-foot clear width. Additional work includes, cleaning and painting the bearings, adding
approach slabs with grade beams on pile, and the existing guardrail would be removed and
rebuilt. The bridge at MM 21.61 (Structure S084 02161) would undergo repairs including, but
not limited to, full and partial depth deck repairs, add bridge rail by sidewalk (north side), update
bridge rail (south rail), abutment concrete repairs, and resurface. The existing structure would be
evaluated for new guardrail.

For the urban portion of the project, MM 21.33 to MM 22.39, the improvements consist of
milling and resurfacing the existing roadway with asphalt.

Area of Potential Effects (APE):

The APE for archeological properties and standing structures was chosen to adequately identify
any historic properties that may be potentially altered given the scale and scope of this
undertaking (Enclosure 2). 3R (Resurfacing, Restoration, and Rehabilitation) projects such as
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this one focus primarily on the preservation and extension of the service life of existing
transportation facilities and on safety enhancements. Anticipated 3R project activities can
include: resurfacing pavement, structural and joint repair, minor lane or shoulder widening,
bridge repair, removal or protection of roadside obstacles, culvert repair and extension,
installation of ADA compliant curb ramps, and minor alterations to vertical grades that do not
require substantial ground disturbance.

The detour follows existing public roadways with similar functional classification to the project,
with no construction activities required. Given the scale and nature of the detour, effects
resulting from increases to traffic levels (including auditory, vibratory, and atmospheric effects)
would be minor and temporary, and the potential impact on historic properties, if any, would be
negligible. Therefore an assessment of the detour is not required.

Archeological Evaluation:

An archeological evaluation was conducted by Highway Archeologist Nolan Johnson and
Archeological Technician Nicholas Fogerty in April and July of 2015. A review of the Nebraska
State Historical Society Cultural Resources Geographic Information System (NCRGIS)
archeological resources database and historic maps indicated that there are no archeological sites
recorded within the APE. An archeological reconnaissance was completed of the entire project
APE. As a result of the reconnaissance 42 locations were selected for intensive pedestrian survey
(Enclosure 3). The remainder of the APE is limited to 3R activities in previously disturbed fill or
on topographic settings with no potential to impact intact archeological deposits.

One archeological property, 25KX93, was discovered (Enclosure 2 and further described in
Enclosure 4). The site is a marked historic grave from the 1880’s. This site is not eligible for the
National Register of Historic Places (NRHP). Cemeteries are not normally NRHP-eligible unless
they meet Criteria Consideration D (National Register Bulletin 41) and 25KX93 does not meet
this criterion. It is protected by the Nebraska Unmarked Human Burial Sites and Skeletal
Remains Protection Act (Nebraska Revised Statute 12-1201 thru 12-1212). Subsequent to
discussions with the NDOR PQS and NDOR Design, the limits of construction have been
precisely fixed where 25KX93 is situated. They are defined to be limited to exclude the back
slope of the ditch and any new rights-of-way or easement acquisitions, however minimal, on the
north side only of N-84 between MM 12.55 and MM 12.61, which would be identified on plans
as a sensitive area to be avoided. No grading or project activities, including but not limited to,
work, staging, borrowing, stockpiling, or storing material and/or equipment, would occur behind
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the limits of construction in this area. This special provision would be reflected as a commitment
in the environmental documents prepared pursuant to NEPA. No archeological historic
properties would be affected by this project.

Reconnaissance Survey Final Report of Cedar County (1988), the Cedar County Tax Assessor
records, historic maps, and other primary and secondary sources. Hilger also performed a
vehicular reconnaissance on September 9, 2015 of the APE and conducted an inspection of all
properties identified as meeting the Nebraska State Historic Preservation Office’s (NeSHPO)
Historic Resources Survey Manual criteria for survey. All properties meeting these criteria were
evaluated and incorporated into this investigation. These criteria include, but are not limited to,
properties that are:

o 50 years old or older, and
o In the original location, and
. Possess the potential for integrity, historic association, and historic architectural qualities

The properties that met the above criteria were evaluated using the guidelines set forth in the
1991 National Park Service Bulletin 15: How to Apply the National Register Criteria for
Evaluation. All surveyed properties were evaluated to determine eligibility to the NRHP.

The investigation resulted in the identification and National Register evaluation of 27 properties
in the APE (Enclosure 5). Twenty-four are recommended ineligible for the NRHP due to lack of
integrity and/or significance. KX02-007 (Criteria A), KX02-019 (Criteria C), and KX02-038
(Criteria C) are recommended eligible for the NRHP, but would not be affected by the project
(Enclosure 5).

The bridges that may be repaired (S08401627, S08401789, S08402033, and S08402161) are not
identified as eligible structures in the Nebraska inventories of bridges before 1947 or of those
from 1947 to 1965. These inventories were a joint effort between the Nebraska Department of
Roads and the NeSHPO and evaluated the NRHP-eligibility of all bridges in the state. The
bridges are not listed in the inventories as eligible for inclusion on the NRHP because they do
not possess the necessary engineering/design significance to be considered eligible. These
bridges are also not on the list of structures excluded from the November 2012 Advisory Council
on Historic Preservation Program Comment issued for Streamlining Section 106 Review for
Actions Affecting Post-1945 Concrete and Steel Bridges.

There would be no affect to structural or architectural historic properties.

Recommended Effect:

This undertaking has been reviewed under the programmatic agreement entitled Programmatic
Agreement Among the Federal Highway Administration, the Nebraska State Historic
Preservation Officer, the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation and the Nebraska
Department of Roads to Satisfy the Requirements of Section 106 for the Federal Aid Highway
Program in the State of Nebraska (July 2015) and meets the requirements to be considered a Tier
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II Project. Tier II projects result in a project effect recommendation of no historic properties
affected.

There is a Sensitive Area included within the APE of this project. While not considered a historic
property, this site is a marked human burial and is protected by the Nebraska Unmarked Human
Burial Sites and Skeletal Remains Protection Act (Nebraska Revised Statute 12-1201 thru 12-
1212). The area described below would be marked on plans as a Sensitive Area.

Sensitive Area:

The north side of N-84 between MM 12.55 and MM 12.61 is a Sensitive Area. No
grading or project activities, including but not limited to, work, staging,
borrowing, stockpiling, or storing material and/or equipment, would occur beyond
the existing ROW.

The Sensitive Area is archeological site 25KX93, the gravesite of a child who
died in 1886. The grave is on private property and is enclosed with a wooden
fence.

The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) is providing this documentation for your review
and comment and requests that the Ponca Tribe of Nebraska notify FHWA of any comments
within 30 days of receipt of this letter.

Project Description:  This project will resurface 12.06 miles of N-84 located in Knox County, starting at the
junction of N-84 and N-13, at mile marker (MM) 10+34, and extending east to the east corporate limits of
Bloomfield, at MM 22+39. Construction may begin and/or end approximately 200 feet ahead of or beyond the
actual project limits to accommodate transitioning the pavement.

The existing roadway on this segment of N-84 consists of the following:

MM 10+34 and MM 10+71: This rural segment consists of two 12 foot wide asphalt lanes and 6 foot
wide earth shoulders.

For the rural portion of the project, MM 10+34 to MM 21+33, the improvements on this project consist of trench
widening and performing hydrated lime slurry stabilization of the existing asphalt roadway and resurfacing the
roadway with asphalt. The growth from this strategy will be used to widen the roadway two feet left and right,
resulting in a 28 foot wide surfaced top. There will be a grade raise at the new edge of pavement. Existing
culvert ends with headwalls within the Fixed Obstacle Clear Zone may be extended or replaced with flared end
sections as warranted. The bridge deck at MM 17+89 (Structure S084 01789) will be replaced to achieve a 30
foot clear width. Additional work includes, cleaning and painting the bearings, adding approach slabs with
grade beams on pile, and the existing guardrail will be removed and rebuilt.

Overview

A hazardous materials review (HMR) was completed by SRF for the Center to Bloomfield
project and approved by NDOR on May 13, 2016. A HMR was required for this project because
the scope of work exceeds the project exemptions. The purpose of the HMR is to identify
environmental concerns associated with hazardous materials and petroleum products which
could potentially be encountered during the construction project. This memo summarizes the
conclusions and applicable mitigation measures found in the HMR and assists the
Environmental Documents manager in completing the Hazardous Materials section of the CE
Determination Form for Federal-Aid Projects. The HMR can be found in the NDOR project file.

The project description updated on June 7, 2016 was used to evaluate the HMR and prepare
this PQS memo.

Hazardous Material Site Discussion

The HMR identified several facilities where past petroleum releases have occurred within the
hazardous materials study area. The following facilities are former services stations and auto
shops in the town of Bloomfield where leaking underground storage tank investigations have
taken place. Freeman Oil (112 W Main St.), Kersten Auto (201 W Main St.), Mr. B's Quick Shop
(202 E Main St.) and Dave’s Standard (113 E Main St.) are adjacent to the proposed project.
Based on the minimal scope of work and the location of the spills in relation to project
excavations (only ADA in urban portion), Mr. B’s Quick shop and Freeman Oil were considered
unlikely to impact the project.

Coordination with NDEQ occurred on both the Kersten Auto site and Dave’s Standard (record of
conversations can be found in the project file and attached to the HMR). The NDEQ project
manager for the Kersten Auto Site was contacted to determine the status of monitoring wells on





the project. NDEQ indicated that the monitoring wells were all abandoned. In addition, NDEQ
considered it unlikely that soil contamination was present where ADA work was occurring.

The NDEQ project manager of Dave's Standard was contacted to determine if soils
contamination was likely to be present where proposed ADA ramps are being constructed and
to coordinate on the presence of monitoring wells. NDEQ determined that there are monitoring
wells in the ROW and that if replacement was needed that coordination should occur with
NDEQ prior to construction. It was also noted that there is potential that minor residual
contamination could be present where ADA ramps are being constructed, but at levels that
would not warrant a health and safety concern or require materials management. The NDOR
design manager was contacted to determine if monitoring wells would be disturbed. It was
concluded that all monitoring wells within the construction limits would be adjusted to grade.
The contractor commitment related to monitoring wells is found below.

One landfill was located within the hazardous materials search radii. The former Center Landfill
is located about 400 feet southwest of the proposed project start at the Highway 84 and
Highway 13 junction. The grading in this area is minimal and the deepest excavations occur for
the construction of a culvert north of the junction. Based on the minimal scope of work and
distance from the landfill, this site is unlikely to impact the project.

No superfund sites were identified within the hazardous materials study area. There is a low
potential for contamination to be encountered during construction of the Center to Bloomfield
project.

Asbestos and Lead

The scope of bridge work on structures S084 01789 and S084 02161 warranted as asbestos
survey. Both bridges tested negative for asbestos. NDOR will submit the National Emission
Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) notification form to NDEQ. No contractor
commitments for asbestos are required.

There are no painted components on the bridge structures; therefore, no lead paint
commitments are required. Structure S084 1789 warrants lead plate commitments as outlined
below.

Unexpected Waste Commitment

If contaminated soils and/or water or hazardous materials are encountered, then all work within
the immediate area of the discovered hazardous material shall stop untii NDOR/FHWA is
notified and a plan to dispose of the Hazardous Materials has been developed. Then NDEQ
shall be consulted and a remediation plan shall be developed for this project. The potential
exists to have contaminants present resulting from minor spillage during fueling and service
associated with construction equipment. Should contamination be found on the project during
construction, the NDEQ shall be contacted for consultation and appropriate actions to be taken.
The Contractor is required by NDOR's Standard Specification section 107 (legal relations and
responsibilities to the public) to handle and dispose of contaminated material in accordance with
applicable laws (NDOR District, Contractor).





Lead Plate Commitment

The bridge structure S084 01789 will have the deck replaced. There is potential to encounter
lead bearing plates and/or shims. The Contractor shall recycle any lead bearing plates and/or
lead shims at a legitimate recycling facility as found in paragraph 3 (environmental
requirements) in Section 203.01 of the Standard Specification for Highway Construction and in
accordance with Title 128, Nebraska Hazardous Waste Regulations. The Contractors
implementation plan efforts shall be documented in ECOD. (Contractor)

Monitoring Well Commitment

There are several monitoring wells located between stations 608+00 and 610+60 between
Broadway and Clark Street in Bloomfield, NE. Some wells may be located within the NDOR
right-of-way. The monitoring wells will be adjusted to grade where applicable. Construction
activities near the wells shall be performed with care to avoid damaging any wells. In the event
that a monitoring well manhole is damaged, the contractor shall notify the Engineer immediately.
NDOR will coordinate with the Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality (NDEQ) as
directed by the Engineer. The contractor shall replace any damaged manholes at the Engineer’s
direction. If the well casing or seal was damaged, NDOR would contact the NDEQ to discuss
further necessary actions. The Contractor shall comply with NDEQ direction concerning repair
and/or replacement of damaged monitoring wells. Repair and/or replacement of damaged wells
may require assistance by a certified Water Well Monitoring Supervisor and/or a licensed well
driller. All work to repair and/or replace the damaged wells shall be the contractor's
responsibility. (NDOR District, Contractor)

Civil Rights Analysis for CN 31892, STP-84-5(109), Center to Bloomfield

Environmental Justice Regulatory Background and Methodology:

Executive Order 12898, Federal Actions to Address Environmental Justice in Minority Populations and
Low-Income Populations, was signed on February 11, 1994, and requires that, to the extent practicable
and permitted by law, low-income or minority populations may not receive disproportionately high and
adverse human health or environmental effects as a result of a proposed project. Federal agencies must
take the appropriate and necessary steps to identify and address disproportionately high and adverse
effects of federal projects on the health or environment of low-income and minority populations. Also,
representatives of any low-income or minority populations in the community that may be affected by a
project must be given the opportunity to be included in the impact assessment and public involvement
process.

On June 14, 2012, FHWA issued Order 6640.23A, Actions to Address Environmental Justice in Minority
Populations and Low-Income Populations, which established policies and procedures for the FHWA and
state transportation agencies to use in complying with Executive Order 12898. The Order provided
definitions for multiple terms and concepts applicable to this analysis.

or separation of minority or low-income individuals within a given community or from the
broader community; and the denial of, reduction in, or significant delay in the receipt of,
benefits of FHWA programs, policies, or activities.”

A Disproportionately High and Adverse Effect to Low-Income and Minority Populations is defined
as an adverse effect that:

1. is predominately borne by a minority population and/or a low-income population;
OR

2. will be suffered by the minority population and/or low-income population and is
appreciably more severe or greater in magnitude than the adverse effect that will
be suffered by the nonminority population and/or non-low-income population.





Minority is defined as a person who is:
1. Black: a person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa;

2. Hispanic or Latino: a person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South
American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race;

3. Asian American: a person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far
East, Southeast Asia or the Indian subcontinent;

4. American Indian and Alaskan Native: a person having origins in any of the original
people of North America, South America (including Central America), and who
maintains cultural identification through tribal affiliation or community recognition;
OR

5. Native Hawaiian and Other Pacific Islander: a person having origins in any of the
original peoples of Hawaii, Guam, Samoa or other Pacific Islands.

A Low-Income person is defined as a person whose median household income is at or below the
Department of Health and Human Services poverty guidelines. (Note — The U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services does not publish tabulations of the number of people below the
DHHS poverty guidelines, which are a simplified version of the federal poverty thresholds. The
federal poverty thresholds are used for calculating all official poverty population statistics, and
are updated annually by the Census Bureau. The best approximation for the number of people
below the DHHS poverty guidelines in a particular area is the number of persons below the
Census Bureau poverty thresholds in that area.)

A Minority Population is defined as any readily identifiable group of minority persons who live in
geographic proximity, and if circumstances warrant, geographically dispersed/transient persons
(such as migrant workers or Native Americans) who will be similarly affected by a proposed
FHWA program, policy, or activity.

A Low-Income population is defined as any readily identifiable group of low-income persons
who live in geographic proximity, and, if circumstances warrant, geographically
dispersed/transient persons (such as migrant workers or Native Americans) who will be similarly
affected by a proposed FHWA program, policy, or activity.

In a December 16, 2011, memorandum titled Guidance on Environmental Justice and NEPA, the FHWA
laid out a basic methodology for performing Environmental Justice analysis. NDOR has adopted, and
FHWA has approved, an Environmental Justice methodology which follows the basic framework of the
2011 memorandum, but expands upon a few vague or undefined concepts. NDOR Environmental Justice
methodology is as follows:

1. Using localized census tract data and other relevant information sources, data is gathered
and readily identifiable groups or clusters of minority or low-income persons in the EJ study
area are listed. Small clusters or dispersed populations are not overlooked. Study area data
is also compared with the data of larger, identifiable areas (census tracts, cities, counties,





NDOR districts, etc.) to determine the proportion of minority and low-income persons
present in the study area.

2. Minority and low-income populations are identified where:

(a) A readily identifiable group or cluster of minority or low-income persons is located in
the EJ study area (for example, a low-income housing complex, or a workplace of mostly
minority persons); OR

(b) The minority or low-income population of the study area exceeds 50 percent; OR

(c) The minority or low-income population percentage of the affected area is
meaningfully greater than the minority population percentage in the general population
or other appropriate unit of geographic analysis. The meaningfully greater standard is
fact-dependent and requires professional judgment, but in most cases meaningfully
greater is about 6%-8% or above.

3. If minority and/or low-income populations are not present in the EJ study area, the analysis
is concluded.

4. If minority and/or low-income populations are present in the EJ study area, potential
disproportionately high and adverse effects of the proposed project are examined. If none
are identified, the analysis is concluded.

5. If minority and/or low-income populations are present in the EJ study area, and potential
disproportionately high and adverse effects of the proposed project have been identified,
proposed mitigation will be considered. Commonly, the application of effective mitigation
techniques can reduce or eliminate adverse effects that might otherwise fall
disproportionately upon minority and low-income populations.

6. Finally, the analysis concludes with a determination that the proposed project either will or
will not result in disproportionately high and adverse effects to minority and low-income
populations. State transportation agencies lack the regulatory authority to make a final
determination in cases where potential disproportionately high and adverse effects to
minority and/or low-income populations exist. In the event that potential disproportionately
high and adverse effects to minority and low-income populations are anticipated, even
when mitigation is expected to reduce or eliminate the effects, the analysis and
determination must be forwarded to the FHWA for comment, revision, and approval.

Project Location and Description

This project and its detour route are located in multiple census tracts in Knox County. The project travels
through the City of Bloomfield. This project will resurface 12.06 miles of N-84 located in Knox County,
starting at the junction of N-84 and N-13 and extending east to the east corporate limits of





Bloomfield. This project will also involve bridge repairs, including full and partial depth deck repairs,
adding and updating bridge rails, abutment concrete repairs, and resurfacing. There will be a detour for
this project. The detour travels along N-13, N-59, and N-21. The detour route travels adjacent to the City

of Creighton and the Villages of Bazile Mills and Wausa.

In general, the areas in which this project and its detour route are located have lower or consistent
populations of minority, Hispanic, and low-income persons when compared to the county. However, the

City of Bloomfield and the Village of Wausa contain low-income populations that are about 9% greater

and 6% greater, respectively, than the low-income figure for Knox County. The City of Bloomfield and
the Village of Wausa therefore do contain meaningfully greater populations of low-income persons
when compared with Knox County. (Note — The data for Census Tract 9763 Block Group 2 also indicates
the presence of a low-income population that is meaningfully greater than the corresponding figure for
Knox County. However, of the estimated 1,098 residents of Tract 9763 Block Group 2, 1,028 or 93.6%
reside within the City of Bloomfield. Therefore, only the City of Bloomfield will be considered in this

analysis.)

No businesses, residences, or organizations likely to be predominately used by minority or low-income
populations were identified in the vicinity of the project or along the detour route.

The areas in which this project and its detour route are located are mostly English-speaking. In the areas
surveyed, none of the data indicates the presence of an LEP population that reaches the NDOR LEP
outreach triggers of 5% or 1,000 persons.






Adverse Effects to Minority and/or Low-Income Populations
The following project information is relevant:
There will be a detour for this project.

The Village of Wausa is located along the marked detour route, but is not expected to
see a significant increase in congestion due to detoured traffic. Local residents of the
project area are likely to use alternate routes or county roads, rather than traverse the
full length of the detour route. Wausa residents are located far enough away from the
project area, and close enough to other routes, that it is unlikely that they would be
directly affected by having to detour around construction.

The City of Bloomfield is located on the project site, and would be directly affected by
the detour route. However, the multitude of county roads and other routes surrounding
the project area makes it unlikely that local residents, including the low-income
population, would travel the full length of the detour route during the closure. The
residents of Bloomfield would not have to use a detour route in order to access any
locations or services within the City of Bloomfield. For these reasons, the City of
Bloomfield and the low-income population therein are not anticipated to incur any
increased congestion or increased commute times of more than a few minutes as a
result of this detour route.

There is minimal anticipated right-of-way acquisition for this project for the bridge repair and
other culvert work. The identified low-income populations will not be affected.

Access to adjacent properties will be maintained.

There will be no isolation, exclusion or separation of minority or low-income individuals within a
given community or from the broader community.

There will be no restrictions of access to essential services.

There will be no relocations or building removal.
Based on these project considerations, there are no anticipated adverse effects to the low-income
populations in the City of Bloomfield and the Village of Wausa.
Conclusions
Low-income populations were identified in the City of Bloomfield and the Village of Wausa. However,
there will be no disproportionately high and adverse human health or environmental effects visited

upon minority and low-income populations, as defined in FHWA Order 6640.23A, for the reasons cited
in the previous section of this document.

No LEP outreach is required for this project because, in the areas surveyed, none of the data indicates
the presence of an LEP population that reaches the NDOR LEP outreach triggers of 5% or 1,000 persons.

LOCATION: The proposed project would resurface approximately 12.06 miles of Nebraska Highway 84 (N-84)
located in Knox County. The project would start at the junction of N-84 with Nebraska Highway 13 (N-13) at mile
marker (MM) 10.34, and would extend east to the east corporate limits of Bloomfield, at MM 22.39. Construction
could begin and/or end approximately 200 feet ahead of or beyond the actual project limits to accommodate the
transitioning of pavement.

PURPOSE AND NEED: The purpose of the proposed project is to preserve the N-84 transportation asset, improve
the reliability of the transportation system, and perpetuate the mobility of the traveling public. The need for the
project is based on the condition of the existing pavement and bridge structures. The need for curb ramps is to
eliminate barriers to access within the corporate limits of Bloomfield due to an alteration of the pavement in
crosswalks. The need for culvert work is to address obstacles within the fixed obstacle clear zone.

SCOPE OF WORK: Proposed improvements on the urban portion of the project would include milling and
resurfacing the existing roadway with asphalt, and curb ramp construction. Improvements on the rural portion of the
project would include trench widening and performing hydrated lime slurry stabilization of the existing asphalt
roadway and resurfacing the roadway with asphalt. The roadway would be widened two feet left and right, and
there would be a grade raise at the new edge of pavement. Existing culvert ends may be extended or replaced with
flared end sections as warranted. The bridge deck at MM 17.89 (Structure S084 01789) would be replaced.
Additional work would include cleaning and painting the bearings, adding approach slabs with grade beams on pile,
filling and cutting back slopes, and removing and replacing the existing guardrail. The bridge at MM 21.61 over Little
Bazile Creek would undergo repairs.

CONSTRUCTION SCHEDULE: Construction is tentatively scheduled to begin spring of 2017 with completion by
the fall of 2017.

ACCOMMODATION OF TRAFFIC: A portion of the proposed project would be constructed under traffic with lane
closures controlled with approved temporary traffic control; however, the project would require detouring N-84 traffic
due to the proposed bridge work. A designated detour would be provided, utilizing N-13, Nebraska Highway 59, and
Nebraska Highway 121.

RIGHT-OF-WAY: The proposed project would require the acquisition of additional property rights for construction
throughout the project area, including new right-of-way and temporary easements. Access to adjacent properties
would be maintained during construction but may be limited at times due to phasing requirements.

Regarding your concern of the condition of the driveway to the motel,
because this is a preservation project with the primary purpose being to improve the condition of
the existing roadway, additional improvements such as this are not included with the project
unless the profile is changed or some other design element requires the replacement/repair of the
drive to make the design work. There are no such changes with this project.

Driveways are the responsibility of the property owner. If you would like to have a portion of your
driveway replaced, this can often be done by working directly with the contractor doing the
roadway work at the time of construction. You would pay the contractor directly for this work.
You would work with our District Engineer or District personnel working at the jobsite to make
these arrangements.

The Center - Bloomfield Project is located in Knox County on Nebraska Highway 84 (N-84), starting at the
junction of N-84 and Nebraska Highway 13 (N-13) and ending at the east corporate limits of Bloomfield.

The Environmental Study Area is confined to the roadway for the length of this project (12.06 miles) plus 200 feet
on either end along N-84, including the existing right of way (ROW) plus 50 feet beyond ROW for most of the
project length, and extending to 150 feet beyond the ROW at bridges and bridge-sized box culverts for wetlands
and most other resources. The study area extended to 0.1 mile beyond the ROW for regulated materials and 0.25
mile beyond the ROW for Section 4(f) resources.

Purpose and Need (include for Level 3, NWP 23, and Section 4(f) Programmatic Evaluation):

Purpose: The purpose of this project is to preserve the transportation asset, improve the reliability of the
transportation system and perpetuate the mobility of the traveling public.

Need: The need for this project is based on information from the NDOR’s Pavement Management System,
Materials & Research Pavement Design Section and District 3. These entities have determined that the pavement
distresses present on this section of N-84 are significant enough to warrant rehabilitation. The existing asphalt is
between 19 and 26 years old, and would be between 23 and 30 years old at the time of construction, and
therefore at or beyond the end of its anticipated service life. The asphalt on this segment is currently rutted
between 3.73 mm and 14.56 mm. A rutting depth greater than 8 mm is a “Poor” condition rating. In the most
recent five years, an average of $2,310 per lane per mile has been spent annually on maintenance activities,
including patching, armor coating, and shoulder maintenance. This expenditure is indicative of a roadway in
“Poor” condition. This project would address pavement on N-84 with a Nebraska Serviceability Index (NSI) of
66.51, or a “Fair” condition rating. The existing roadway has large areas of patching and wide and depressed
thermal cracks. This is evidenced by both visual inspections and a Thermal Cracking Index of 83, or a “Poor”
condition rating and a Cracking Index of 24, a “Fair” condition rating.

The need for curb ramps to eliminate barriers to access within the corporate limits of Bloomfield is considered
necessary due an alteration of the pavement in crosswalks.

The need for culvert work is to address obstacles within the Fixed Obstacle clear zone.

The need for bridge repairs on this project is based on information from the NDOR'’s Bridge Inventory System,
Bridge Division, and District 3.

S084 01789: This simple pre-stressed girder bridge was originally built in 1959 and has not been reconstructed
and no contract maintenance has been performed. The deck has a rating of 4, a “Poor” condition rating. This deck
condition has placed the bridge in a structurally deficient status. The existing clear roadway width is 26 feet and
the “remain in place” width is 28 feet. The most recent biannual visual inspections in October 2014 indicated that
one third of the deck has armor coat over an asphalt overlay on the westbound lane. The eastbound lane has
several areas of cracking on the asphalt overlay. The underside has scaling with cracking and efflorescence. In
addition, the bridge rail and terminal ends do not meet current standards.

S084 02161: This simple concrete frame bridge was originally built in 1959 and has not been reconstructed and
no contract maintenance has been performed. The most recent biannual visual inspections in October 2014
indicated that approximately 30% of the deck has spalling and delamination. The underside of the slab has some
scaling in span one and longitudinal cracking with efflorescence in all three spans.

The FHWA and NDOR have identified upgrading roadside safety hardware to a crashworthy appurtenance as a
part of 3R (Resurfacing, Restoration and Rehabilitation) projects as one of the emphasis areas to mitigate the
severity of roadway departure crashes. Pursuant to this emphasis, guardrail would be upgraded as necessary.

The project encounters five Zone A floodplains. Structure Number S084 01789 crosses a Zone A
floodplain at MM 17.89. Work at this location would remove and replace the structure, add approach slabs
with grade beams on pile, and replace the existing guardrail. A contractor crossing would be included on
the project. Structure Number S084 02161 crosses the Little Bazile Creek floodplain at MM 21.61. This
structure would be repaired including, but not limited to, full and partial depth deck repairs, an asphalt
overlay with membrane, add or update bridge rail, abutment concrete repairs, and new guardrail. A third
floodplain is crossed from MM 20.24 to MM 20.39. A culvert headwall would be removed and replaced at
this location. All work at these three locations would be considered functionally dependent.

Two floodplain encroachments on this project, MM 16.11 to MM 16.37 and MM 22.35 to MM 22.39 (end of
project), would not be considered functionally dependent and fall under the requirements of 23 CFR
650.111(b, ¢, and d). The improvements at these locations would consist of milling and resurfacing the
existing roadway with asphalt. The risks associated with the implementation of the proposed action and
would not result in any significant change in flood risks or damage, and does not have potential for
interruption or termination of emergency service or emergency routes.

Based on the wetland delineation completed on 9/7/2014 and the DR-290 issued by NDOR design,
unavoidable project impacts consist of 0.003-acre permanent impacts to PEMA wetlands, 0.014-acre
temporary impacts to PEMA wetlands for a temporary access crossing, and 80-feet (0.015-acre) filled
stream channel impacts. As such, mitigation for wetland impacts is not proposed, nor required, for this
roadway project.

11.5 Describe potential conflicts and the coordination with officials/agencies:

The HMR identified several facilities where past petroleum releases have occurred within the hazardous
materials study area. The following facilities are former services stations and auto shops in the town of
Bloomfield where leaking underground storage tank investigations have taken place. Freeman Oil (112 W
Main St.), Kersten Auto (201 W Main St.), Mr. B’'s Quick Shop (202 E Main St.) and Dave’s Standard (113
E Main St.) are adjacent to the proposed project.

Based on the minimal scope of work and the location of the spills in relation to project excavations (only
ADA in urban portion), Mr. B's Quick shop and Freeman Oil were considered unlikely to impact the project.
Monitoring wells are located within the project area for the Kersten Auto site and Dave's Standard.
Coordination with the Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality (NDEQ) found that the monitoring
wells for the Kersten Auto site are abandoned and the monitoring wells for Dave's Standard are still active.
There is potential that minor residual contamination related to Dave's Standard could be present within the
project area, but at levels that would not warrant a health and safety concern or require materials
management. Monitoring wells for Dave's Standard would have to be replaced if they would be impacted
by the project. All monitoring wells would be avoided and would be marked as Do Not Disturb on the
design plan sets.

One landfill was located within the hazardous materials search radii. The former Center Landfill is located
about 400 feet southwest of the proposed project start at the Highway 84 and Highway 13 junction. The
grading in this area is minimal and the deepest excavations occur for the construction of a culvert north of
the junction. Based on the minimal scope of work and distance from the landfill, this site is unlikely to
impact the project.

No superfund sites were identified within the hazardous materials study area. There is a low potential for
contamination to be encountered during construction of the Center to Bloomfield project.

The scope of bridge work on structures S084 01789 and S084 02161 warranted as asbestos survey. Both
bridges tested negative for asbestos. There are no painted components on the bridge structures;
therefore, no lead paint commitments are required. Structure S084 1789 warrants lead plate commitments
as outlined below.
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11.6 Hazardous Materials Mitigation:

If contaminated soils and/or water or hazardous materials are encountered, then all work within the
immediate area of the discovered hazardous material shall stop until NDOR/FHWA is notified and a plan
to dispose of the Hazardous Materials has been developed. Then NDEQ shall be consulted and a
remediation plan shall be developed for this project. The potential exists to have contaminants present
resulting from minor spillage during fueling and service associated with construction equipment. Should
contamination be found on the project during construction, the NDEQ shall be contacted for consultation
and appropriate actions to be taken. The Contractor is required by NDOR's Standard Specification section
107 (legal relations and responsibilities to the public) to handle and dispose of contaminated material in
accordance with applicable laws (NDOR District, Contractor).

The bridge structure S084 01789 will have the deck replaced. There is potential to encounter lead bearing
plates and/or shims. The Contractor shall recycle any lead bearing plates and/or lead shims at a legitimate
recycling facility as found in paragraph 3 (environmental requirements) in Section 203.01 of the Standard
Specification for Highway Construction and in accordance with Title 128, Nebraska Hazardous Waste
Regulations. The Contractors implementation plan efforts shall be documented in ECOD. (Contractor)

There are several monitoring wells located between MM 608.00 and 610.60 between Broadway and Clark
Street in Bloomfield, NE. Some wells may be located within the NDOR right-of-way. The monitoring wells
will be adjusted to grade where applicable. Construction activities near the wells shall be performed with
care to avoid damaging any wells. In the event that a monitoring well manhole is damaged, the contractor
shall notify the Engineer immediately. NDOR will coordinate with the Nebraska Department of
Environmental Quality (NDEQ) as directed by the Engineer. The contractor shall replace any damaged
manholes at the Engineer’s direction. If the well casing or seal was damaged, NDOR would contact the
NDEQ to discuss further necessary actions. The Contractor shall comply with NDEQ direction concerning
repair and/or replacement of damaged monitoring wells. Repair and/or replacement of damaged wells
may require assistance by a certified Water Well Monitoring Supervisor and/or a licensed well driller. All
work to repair and/or replace the damaged wells shall be the contractor’s responsibility.

The majority of this project would be constructed under traffic with lane closures controlled with approved
temporary traffic control.

Coordination with the affected public and emergency services has occurred, following the requirements
of the approved Public Involvement Plan. No adverse effects to businesses or emergency services were
identified during the outreach.

Sheridan Street and Sherman Street (City of Bloomfield):

Two local road intersections with N-84 would be closed for construction at the N-84 bridge over Little
Bazile Creek (Structure Number S084 02161):

1) Sheridan Street west of the N-84 bridge (Structure Number S084 02161), and

2) Sherman Street east of the N-84 bridge (Structure Number S084 02161).

The intersection closure would allow for the use of a Jersey Barrier/traffic control taper. The taper would
extend through the intersections, directing traffic to the center of the bridge during a portion of the urban
bridge replacement work (Structure Number S084 02161).

The Sheridan Street and Sherman Street closures would be signed by NDOR as part of the approved
temporary traffic control for construction on S084 02161. Local traffic would be able to take local traffic
routes through Bloomfield to reach their residence or business destination. Access to properties on
Sheridan Street would remain via North 1st Street to West Bazile Street to Sheridan Street. Access to
properties on Sherman Street north of N-84 would remain via North Pierce Street to West Bazile Street
to Sherman Street. Access to properties on Sherman Street south of N-84 would remain via South
Pierce Street to West Grant Street to Sherman Street. The out-of-direction travel for the above closures
would be approximately 0.2-miles. Access to properties along Sherman Street would also remain along
other local traffic routes to the east. Out-of-direction travel associated with the Sheridan Street and
Sherman Street closures would be in place for approximately 60 working days.

The bridge replacement at MM 17.89 (Structure Number S084 01789) would not be phased. A
designated detour route for through traffic on N-84 would be required. Local traffic would still be able to
access residences, businesses, and properties along N-84 as access would be maintained throughout
construction. Local traffic would also be able to take local traffic routes parallel to N-84 around the
closure at S084 01789 to access their destinations. The designated detour route would follow state
highways and utilize N-13 to N-59 to N-121. Out-of-direction travel along the designated detour route,
from the City of Bloomfield to the junction of N-84 and N-13, would be approximately 43 miles. Out-of-
direction travel along the designated detour route would be in place for less than 135 working days.

During construction, street parking in front of businesses would be temporary disrupted by construction
activities. The contractor would coordinate with business owners to ensure the least amount of impact to
the business. Business customers, business employees, and community services would not be able to
access parking directly along US-84 during construction; but, parking on the side streets would be
available during construction. No direct impacts to business access would be anticipated.

Several parking stall locations are in conflict with state and federal guidelines, being adjacent to
crosswalks/driveways/fire hydrants. A number of stalls would be removed in order to comply with current
standards.
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15.9 Traffic Disruption Mitigation:

The closure of Sheridan Street (west of S084 02161, north side of N-84) and Sherman Street (east of
S084 02161, north and south sides of N-84) shall not be in place for greater than 60 working days.

During construction, street parking in front of businesses will be temporary disrupted by construction
activities. The contractor shall coordinate with business owners to ensure the least amount of impact to
businesses during construction and shall ensure that parking on side streets near the businesses is
available during construction. (Contractor)

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17.4 Describe resources, impacts, and the coordination conducted with officials/agencies:

In general, the areas in which this project and its detour route are located have lower or consistent
populations of minority, Hispanic, and low-income persons when compared to Knox County. City of
Bloomfield and the Village of Wausa contain low-income populations that are about 9% greater and 6%
greater, respectively, than the low-income figure for Knox County. The City of Bloomfield and the Village
of Wausa therefore do contain meaningfully greater populations of low-income persons when compared
with Knox County.

A minority population is not present within the project area.

No businesses, residences, or organizations likely to be predominately used by minority or low-income
populations were identified in the vicinity of the project or along the detour route.

There are no anticipated adverse effects to the low-income populations in the City of Bloomfield and the
Village of Wausa based on the following considerations:

(1) There would be a detour for this project.

- The Village of Wausa is located along the marked detour route, but is not expected to see a significant
increase in congestion due to detoured traffic. Local residents of the project area would likely use
alternate routes or county roads, rather than traverse the full length of the detour route. Wausa residents
are located far enough away from the project area, and close enough to other routes, that it is unlikely
that they would be directly affected by having to detour around construction.

- The City of Bloomfield is located on the project site, and would be directly affected by the detour route.
However, the multitude of county roads and other routes surrounding the project area makes it unlikely
that local residents, including the low-income population, would travel the full length of the detour route
during the closure. The residents of Bloomfield would not have to use a detour route in order to access
any locations or services within the City of Bloomfield. For these reasons, the City of Bloomfield and the
low-income population therein are not anticipated to incur any increased congestion or increased
commute times of more than a few minutes as a result of this detour route.

(2) There would be minimal anticipated right-of-way acquisition for this project for the bridge repair and
other culvert work. The identified low-income populations would not be affected.

(3) Access to adjacent properties would be maintained.

(4) There would be no isolation, exclusion or separation of minority or low-income individuals within a
given community or from the broader community.

(5) There would be no restrictions of access to essential services.

(6) There would be no relocations or building removals.
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18.1 Public Involvement — Provide a summary of any completed and planned Public Involvement Activities:

The Bloomfield Municipal Airport (Bloomfield, Nebraska) is located within 4 miles of the project
approximately 1.0 mile from N-84 at MM 20.33.The Airport was contacted by NDOR on 8/26/2016, no
concerns were expressed regarding the proposed project.

Based on an analysis of the project scope and a civil rights analysis, a targeted mailer in the form of a
project information packet, legal notice, website, and a 30-day comment period were used as outreach
tools for public involvement on this project. The project information packet involved mailing a project
information sheet and prepaid postage comment sheet to a distribution list of 234 citizens and
businesses adjacent to N-84 from MM 10.34 to MM 22.39. A total of 48 public and private agencies with
potential interest in the project were also included in the distribution list. A legal notice was placed in
Bloomfield Monitor and Verdigre Eagle, Nebraska Press Association recognized newspapers, on March
3, 2016 and March 17, 2016. Project information was placed on the NDOR website.

NDOR Public Involvement received 31 comments during the specified comment period (March 3, 2016 -
April 4, 2016). The Public Involvement Summary Report is attached.

Following completion of the 30-day comment period, NDOR determined that local road closures at
Sheridan Street and Sherman Street would be needed during reconstruction of the N-84 bridge over the
Little Bazile Creek (Structure Number S084 02161). These local road closures would be needed to
accommodate traffic restrictions on the N-84 bridge (Structure Number S084 02161). NDOR coordinated
with City of Bloomfield officials and residents directly affected by the proposed bridge work and closure of
the Sheridan Street and Sherman Street (June 30, 2016 - July 13, 2016). No concerns were identified.

The areas in which this project and its detour route are located are mostly English-speaking. In the areas
surveyed, none of the data indicates the presence of a Limited English Proficiency (LEP) population that
reaches the NDOR LEP outreach threshold of 5% or 1,000 persons.

Two projects are planned on N-84 adjacent to either end of the Center - Bloomfield Project:

The Verdigre - Center Project (CN 31923 / STP-84-5(110)) is located adjacent to the west end of the
Center - Bloomfield Project. Verdigre - Center would include resurfacing and bridge work on
approximately 10 miles of N-84 and be constructed under traffic. The Verdigre - Center Project is
scheduled for construction in FY 2018 and would not impact the Center - Bloomfield project or the
associated detour route.

The Bloomfield - US-81 Project (CN 31832 / STP-84-5(108)) is located adjacent to the east end of the
Center - Bloomfield Project and would include resurfacing and bridge work on approximately 12 miles of
N-84. The Bloomfield - US-81 Project is scheduled for construction in FY 2022.

Overall, there are no anticipated cumulative impacts due to the Center - Bloomfield Project in conjunction
with the Verdigre - Center Project and the Bloomfield - US-81 Project. It is anticipated that the Center -
Bloomfield Project would result in only minor impacts for wetlands/waters and no impacts for threatened
and endangered species or Section 4(f) properties. There are no negative long-term socio-economic
impacts anticipated as access to residences or businesses would only be limited during construction.
There are however, long term benefits to motorists due to roadway improvements.

WC-3 Herbaceous species used for re-seeding within % mile of the following location: Adjacent to open
ponds and wetlands between MM 10.34 and MM 15.00 (location of suitable habitat) will be native grass
or forb species. Native shrub or woody species used in restoration should reach no more than 4 feet in
height at maturity. (Design, NDOR Environmental).

R-11 For the whooping crane, nighttime work with lights from March 10 - May 10 and September 16 -
November 16 is not authorized. If nighttime work is required, the Contractor will notify the District and the
District will request approval from NDOR Environmental Section at least 10 working days prior to
construction so consultation with the USFWS, NGPC, and FHWA can be initiated. Approval from these
agencies is required (NDOR Environmental, District Construction, Contractor).

Historic Properties Mitigation:

The north side of N-84 between MM 12.55 and MM 12.61, is a Sensitive Area. No grading or project
activities, including but not limited to, work, staging, borrowing, stockpiling, or storing material and/or
equipment, shall occur beyond the existing ROW. The Sensitive Area is archaeological site 25KX93, the
gravesite of a child who died in 1886. The grave is on private property and is enclosed with a wooden
fence. This site is protected by the Nebraska Unmarked Human Burial Sites and Skeletal Remains
Protection Act (Nebraska Revised Statute 12-1201 thru 12-1212). (Contractor)

Hazardous Materials Mitigation:

If contaminated soils and/or water or hazardous materials are encountered, then all work within the
immediate area of the discovered hazardous material shall stop until NDOR/FHWA is notified and a plan
to dispose of the Hazardous Materials has been developed. Then NDEQ shall be consulted and a
remediation plan shall be developed for this project. The potential exists to have contaminants present
resulting from minor spillage during fueling and service associated with construction equipment. Should
contamination be found on the project during construction, the NDEQ shall be contacted for consultation
and appropriate actions to be taken. The Contractor is required by NDOR's Standard Specification
section 107 (legal relations and responsibilities to the public) to handle and dispose of contaminated
material in accordance with applicable laws (NDOR District, Contractor).

The bridge structure S084 01789 will have the deck replaced. There is potential to encounter lead
bearing plates and/or shims. The Contractor shall recycle any lead bearing plates and/or lead shims at a
legitimate recycling facility as found in paragraph 3 (environmental requirements) in Section 203.01 of
the Standard Specification for Highway Construction and in accordance with Title 128, Nebraska
Hazardous Waste Regulations. The Contractors implementation plan efforts shall be documented in
ECOD. (Contractor)

There are several monitoring wells located between MM 608.00 and 610.60 between Broadway and
Clark Street in Bloomfield, NE. Some wells may be located within the NDOR right-of-way. The monitoring
wells will be adjusted to grade where applicable. Construction activities near the wells shall be performed
with care to avoid damaging any wells. In the event that a monitoring well manhole is damaged, the
contractor shall notify the Engineer immediately. NDOR will coordinate with the Nebraska Department of
Environmental Quality (NDEQ) as directed by the Engineer. The contractor shall replace any damaged
manholes at the Engineer’s direction. If the well casing or seal was damaged, NDOR would contact the
NDEQ to discuss further necessary actions. The Contractor shall comply with NDEQ direction
concerning repair and/or replacement of damaged monitoring wells. Repair and/or replacement of
damaged wells may require assistance by a certified Water Well Monitoring Supervisor and/or a licensed
well driller. All work to repair and/or replace the damaged wells shall be the contractor's responsibility.
(NDOR District, Contractor)

Traffic Disruption Mitigation:

The closure of Sheridan Street (west of S084 02161, north side of N-84) and Sherman Street (east of
S084 02161, north and south sides of N-84) shall not be in place for greater than 60 working days.
(Contractor)
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The majority of the project shall be constructed under traffic with lane closures controlled by approved
temporary traffic control. S084 01789 will require a detour route. The detour route shall not be in place
for greater than 135 working days. (Contractor)

During construction, street parking in front of businesses will be temporary disrupted by construction
activities. The contractor shall coordinate with business owners to ensure the least amount of impact to
businesses during construction and shall ensure that parking on side streets near the businesses is
available during construction. (Contractor)

Substantial Access Disruption Mitigation:

Access to the following properties shall be maintained during reconstruction of the N-84 bridge over the
Little Bazile Creek (Structure Number S084 02161): (1) the business (Springs Motel) on the south side of
N-84, west of the N-84 bridge over the Little Bazile Creek; (2) the single family residence (501 West
Main Street, Bloomfield) on the south side of N-84, west of the N-84 bridge over the Little Bazile Creek;
(3) the single family residence (402 West Main Street, Bloomfield) on the north side of N-84, west of the
N-84 bridge over the Little Bazile Creek. (Contractor)

Access to adjacent properties shall be maintained at all times during construction but may be disrupted
temporarily at times due to construction activities, but will not be closed. (Contractor)

Public Involvement Mitigation:
A minimum of one news release shall go to all local and area media, and be posted on the NDOR
website, prior to the start of construction work. (NDOR District, NDOR Communication)

Additional Mitigation:

Borrow Site:

Any material needed will be provided by the Contractor. The Contractor shall try to obtain borrow from an
upland site to prevent depletion issues. If the borrow site is within a depletion area of concern, the
Contractor shall coordinate with the appropriate agencies and NDOR to offset or minimize impacts. The
Contractor shall obtain all environmental clearances and permits required for the borrow site prior to
obtaining borrow material for the project.

The Contractor shall have a staging area for the project where material and equipment for the project is
stored (e.g. re-steel, forms, etc.). The Contractor shall be required to dispose of material removed as part
of the project described above and miscellaneous obstructions encountered and removed along the
project. The disposal shall be the responsibility of the Contractor. A waste site may be needed. The
Contractor shall be responsible to obtain all permits and clearances and all conditions of those permits.
(Contractor)

Wellhead Protection:

A portion of the project has been identified as being located within or adjacent to Wellhead Protection
Areas (Village of Center, City of Bloomfield). NDOR’s Standard Specifications 107.01, 107.09 and
107.16 address the Contractor’s responsibility to keep fully informed of, observe and comply with all
federal, state and local laws and ordinances that affect the conduct of the work. (Contractor)

Airport within a 4-mile radius:

Because of the proximity to the Bloomfield Municipal Airport in Bloomfield, the height of any equipment
used in the construction of the project (or any antennae installed on the equipment) shall not exceed the
local airport’s Height Restriction Zoning. Any Contractor involved in the project shall use the Notice
Criteria Tool available at https://oeaaa.faa.gov/oeaaa/external/portal.jsp. If required, the Contractor shall
file a 7460-1 Form with the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA). The form shall be required if the
Contractor uses any equipment over 200’ tall, or the equipment breaks a 100:1 slope from a public-use
airport. This includes any trucks or equipment used during the construction of the project. NDOR’s
Roadway Design Division shall verify clearance for permanent construction in the controlled zone from
the Nebraska Department of Aeronautics (NDOA) and FAA. NDOR's Roadway Design Division shall
identify those contracts that shall require the special provision concerning the Contractor’s responsibility
to gain FAA and NDOA clearance for temporary encroachments due to construction operations. NDOR's
Plans, Specification & Estimates (PS&E) / Contracts shall include the special provision in the appropriate
project contracts. (Contractor)
