This project will resurface 10.67 miles of N-14 located in Clay County, starting where the pavement
transitions from concrete to asphalt, at mile marker (MM) 26+50, and extending north to MM 37+17,
0.27 miles south of the south corporate limits of Clay Center. Construction may begin and/or end
approximately 200 feet ahead of or beyond the actual project limits to accommodate transitioning the
pavement.

A short segment of the roadway where the bridge is being replaced (MM 31+82) will be built to New
and Reconstruction minimum design standards. The extent of pavement work ahead or beyond the
structure to accommodate the replacement will be determined by Roadway Design.

Additional Coordination with Other Tribal or Federal Agencies: U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service — Rainwater
Basin Wetland Management District

Description of Coordination: FHWA sent the Biological Assessment to the acting project leader of the
USFWS Rainwater Basin Wetland Management District for review and concurrence on 11/12/15.
Brandon Jones, the acting project leader, responded in an email correspondence to Brooke
Stansberry on 11/16/15 that they had no concerns. Brooke forwarded the email on to FHWA and
NDOR on 11/17/15.





Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act:

This project was also reviewed for potential impacts to bald and golden eagles. NDOR believes the project site
does not have appropriate habitat for eagles. Due to the lack of suitable habitat and information that there are
no known bald eagle nests within the project area, NDOR has determined that there will be no impact to these
species.

Migratory Bird Treaty Act:

NDOR has developed an Avian Protection Plan (APP) to reduce conflicts between construction of NDOR
projects and the laws governing migratory birds. This procedure is designed to protect and conserve avian
populations and reduce avian conflicts through changes in project scheduling (i.e. tree clearing outside of
primary nesting period), increased migratory bird surveys, and changes in project construction timelines.
NDOR will utilize its APP to reduce conflicts with migratory birds on this project.

Fish and Wildlife Coordination Act:

A wetland delineation was completed by Burns & McDonnell Engineering Company, Inc. wetland scientists in
the field on August 12-14, 2013; however impacts are not yet available. Based on current design, this project
will likely require a NPDES permit and Nationwide 14 Section 404 permit from the Corps of Engineers.

(CST) during the
migration period, unless morning survey indicates Whooping Cranes are not present.

e |If a whooping crane is observed during the survey within % mile of the project, but departs
the area (further than %2 mile from the project) then work can resume. Document this
departure according to protocol.

native grass or forb species. Native shrub or woody species used in restoration should reach no more
than 4 feet in height at maturity. (Design, NDOR Environmental)

For the whooping crane, nighttime work with lights from March 10 - May 10 and September 16 -
November 16 is not authorized. If nighttime work is required, the Contractor will notify the District and
the District will request approval from NDOR Environmental Section at least 10 working days prior to
construction so consultation with the USFWS, NGPC, and FHWA can be initiated. Approval from these
agencies is required (NDOR Environmental, District Construction, Contractor).

Area of Potential Effects (APE)

The APE for direct construction effects includes an area 50 feet beyond current right-of-way near streams and about 20 feet beyond right-of-way along the remainder of
the project. The vertical depth of the APE normally involves soils and deposits at or near the surface but can reach depths of 15 feet in the immediate area of bridges
and culverts at stream crossings. The APE for standing structures and farmsteads includes an area 100 feet beyond existing right-of-way to account for any potential
visual effects. Definition of a broader APE for secondary or cumulative impacts is not required in this instance. There are no detours planned for the project.

Summary of Archeological Investigations

An archeological evaluation was conducted by Highway Archeologist Karen Steinauer in November of 2015. A review of the Nebraska Cultural Resources Geographic
Information System (NCRGIS) archeological resources database indicated that one archeological site, 25CY204, had been recorded within the APE. The review also
revealed that some segments of the project had been surveyed in 1988, 1995 and 2008 for unrelated projects. An archeological reconnaissance was completed of the
entire project APE. As a result of the reconnaissance, six areas were subjected to an intensive pedestrian survey although no new archeological sites were discovered.
The remainder of the APE had been surveyed for the previous unrelated project in 1995 or is in previously disturbed fill or on topographic settings with no potential to
impact intact archeological deposits

Summary of Above Ground Resource Investigations

The project was investigated by Preservation Historian Megan Hilger using the Nebraska State Historic Preservation Office inventory and site files, the Clay County Tax
Assessor records, historic maps, and other primary and secondary sources. Hilger also performed a review of the APE of all properties identified as meeting the
NeSHPO Historic Resources Survey Manual criteria for survey. All properties meeting these criteria were evaluated using images gleaned from Google Earth and from
the Clay County Assessor. The investigation resulted in the identification and National Register evaluation of six properties in the APE. These six properties are not
recommended eligible for the NRHP due to lack of integrity and/or significance. The bridges that may be repaired and/or replaced (5014 02929, S014 03182 ) are not
identified as eligible structures in the Nebraska inventories of bridges before 1947 or of those from 1947 to 1965. These bridges are also not on the list of structures
excluded from the November 2012 Advisory Council on Historic Preservation Program Comment issued for Streamlining Section 106 Review for Actions Affecting
Post-1945 Concrete and Steel Bridges.

The improvements on this project consist of milling and resurfacing the roadway and surface shoulders with
asphalt.

The bridge over the Union Pacific Railroad (Structure Number S014 02929) will undergo the following
repairs: Partial and full depth deck repairs and resurfacing, modifying abutments for turndowns, adding
approaches, moving the expansion joints to grade beam, updating the buttresses, cleaning and painting
bearings, repairing abutment concrete, and repairing erosion. The existing guardrail will be removed
and replaced. Surfacing will be placed underneath the guardrail. Three inch grade raise.

The bridge over the Big Sandy Creek (Structure Number S014 03182) will be replaced with a 44 foot
clear width by 90 foot bridge with no grade raise. New approaches will be added and access crossing
(pipes) will be required. The existing guardrail will be removed and replaced. Surfacing will be placed
underneath the guardrail.

The existing asphalt will be milled prior to resurfacing.

Asphalt patching operations will be performed prior to resurfacing.

Existing surfaced driveways and intersections will be resurfaced.

Overview

A hazardous materials review (HMR) was completed by Burns and McDonnell for Deweese Spur North
project and approved by NDOR on July 7, 2016. A HMR was required for this project because the
scope of work exceeds the project exemptions. The purpose of the HMR is to identify environmental
concerns associated with hazardous materials and petroleum products which could potentially be
encountered during the construction project. This memo summarizes the conclusions and applicable
mitigation measures found in the HMR and assists the Environmental Documents manager in
completing the Hazardous Materials section of the CE Determination Form for Federal-Aid Projects.
The HMR can be found in the NDOR project file.

The project description updated on February 3, 2016 was used to for the preparation of the HMR.
Hazardous Material Site Discussion

The HMR identified two facilities where past releases have occurred. These facilities are non-NPL
Superfund sites located just outside the search radii but were discussed in the HMR. The Aurora Co-op
Elevator Company (401 W Fairfield St.) is located about 2400 feet northwest of the project. This site is
a USDA Superfund grain bin site and has had several releases related to petroleum products. The
most recent investigation occurred in July of 2013 and no further remedial action was warranted and
the file was closed. Based on the minimal scope of work and the distance from the facility to
construction activities, there is a low potential of encountering contamination originating from this site
during construction.

The Dahlsten Truck Line Inc. (101 W Edgar St.) is located about 1500 feet north of the project. Several
releases related to petroleum products have occurred in the past. Soil sampling was conducted July
17, 2000 and no detectable levels of petroleum hydrocarbons were identified. Based on the lack of
contamination in the soil, the minimal scope of work for the project and the distance from the facility to
construction activities, there is a low potential of encountering contamination originating from this site
during construction.

Asbestos and Lead

An asbestos containing material (ACM) survey was completed for Structures S014 02929 and S014
03182. No ACM was found on either structure; therefore, no contractor commitments are needed for





asbestos. NDOR will submit the National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP)
notification form to NDEQ. The following mitigation section outlines the contractor commitment
associated with lead paint and lead plates/shims.

Lead Commitments

Bridge Structure No. S014 02929 is being repaired and Bridge Structure No. S014 03182 is being
replaced. There is potential for lead-based paint to be found on the bridge’s painted components. If the
method of removal of the components generates paint debris, the waste shall be handled in
accordance with NDOR’s Standard Specification for Highway Construction Section 732 (Lead-based
Paint Removal) and Title 128, Nebraska Hazardous Waste Regulations. Extreme caution shall be taken
to minimize the amount of potential lead-based painted material or debris from causing or threatening
to cause pollution of the air, land, and waters of the State. The Contractors implementation plan efforts
shall be documented in either the ECOD or Site Manager. (Contractor)

The bearings of Bridge Structure S014 02929 will be cleaned and painted. There is potential for lead
based paint to be found on the bearings. If lead-based paint is being removed in a manner that would
create waste debris (i.e. sandblasting, abrasive removal, scraping), the Contractor shall remove the
paint in accordance with NDOR'’s Standard Specification for Highway Construction Section 732 (Lead-
based Paint Removal) and Title 128, Nebraska Hazardous Waste Regulations. Extreme caution shall
be taken to minimize the amount of potential lead based painted material or debris from causing or
threatening to cause pollution of the air, land and waters of the State. The Contractors implementation
plan efforts shall be documented in ECOD.

The Bridge Structure S014 03182 is being replaced. The Contractor shall recycle any lead bearing
plates and/or lead shims at a legitimate recycling facility as found in paragraph 3 (environmental
requirements) in Section 203.01 of the Standard Specification for Highway Construction and in
accordance with Title 128, Nebraska Hazardous Waste Regulations. The Contractors implementation
plan efforts shall be documented in ECOD.

Unexpected Waste Commitment

If contaminated soils and/or water or hazardous materials are encountered, then all work within the
immediate area of the discovered hazardous material shall stop untii NDOR/FHWA is notified and a
plan to dispose of the Hazardous Materials has been developed. Then NDEQ shall be consulted and a
remediation plan shall be developed for this project. The potential exists to have contaminants present
resulting from minor spillage during fueling and service associated with construction equipment. Should
contamination be found on the project during construction, the NDEQ shall be contacted for
consultation and appropriate actions to be taken. The Contractor is required by NDOR's Standard
Specification section 107 (legal relations and responsibilities to the public) to handle and dispose of
contaminated material in accordance with applicable laws (NDOR District, Contractor).

Civil Rights Analysis for CN 42566

Environmental Justice Regulatory Background and Methodology:

Executive Order 12898, Federal Actions to Address Environmental Justice in Minority Populations and
Low-Income Populations, was signed on February 11, 1994, and requires that, to the extent practicable
and permitted by law, low-income or minority populations may not receive disproportionately high and
adverse human health or environmental effects as a result of a proposed project. Federal agencies must
take the appropriate and necessary steps to identify and address disproportionately high and adverse
effects of federal projects on the health or environment of low-income and minority populations. Also,
representatives of any low-income or minority populations in the community that may be affected by a
project must be given the opportunity to be included in the impact assessment and public involvement
process.

On June 14, 2012, FHWA issued Order 6640.23A, Actions to Address Environmental Justice in Minority
Populations and Low-Income Populations, which established policies and procedures for the FHWA and
state transportation agencies to use in complying with Executive Order 12898. The Order provided
definitions for multiple terms and concepts applicable to this analysis.

Adverse Effects are defined as “the totality of significant individual or cumulative human health
or environmental effects, including interrelated social and economic effects, which may include,
but are not limited to: bodily impairment, infirmity, illness or death; air, noise, and water
pollution and soil contamination; destruction or disruption of human-made or natural resources;
destruction or diminution of aesthetic values; destruction or disruption of community cohesion
or a community's economic vitality; destruction or disruption of the availability of public and
private facilities and services; vibration; adverse employment effects; displacement of persons,
businesses, farms, or nonprofit organizations; increased traffic congestion, isolation, exclusion
or separation of minority or low-income individuals within a given community or from the
broader community; and the denial of, reduction in, or significant delay in the receipt of,
benefits of FHWA programs, policies, or activities.”

A Disproportionately High and Adverse Effect to Low-Income and Minority Populations is defined
as an adverse effect that:

1. is predominately borne by a minority population and/or a low-income population;
OR

2. will be suffered by the minority population and/or low-income population and is
appreciably more severe or greater in magnitude than the adverse effect that will
be suffered by the nonminority population and/or non-low-income population.





Minority is defined as a person who is:
1. Black: a person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa;

2. Hispanic or Latino: a person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South
American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race;

3. Asian American: a person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far
East, Southeast Asia or the Indian subcontinent;

4. American Indian and Alaskan Native: a person having origins in any of the original
people of North America, South America (including Central America), and who
maintains cultural identification through tribal affiliation or community recognition;
OR

5. Native Hawaiian and Other Pacific Islander: a person having origins in any of the
original peoples of Hawaii, Guam, Samoa or other Pacific Islands.

A Low-Income person is defined as a person whose median household income is at or below the
Department of Health and Human Services poverty guidelines. (Note — The U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services does not publish tabulations of the number of people below the
DHHS poverty guidelines, which are a simplified version of the federal poverty thresholds. The
federal poverty thresholds are used for calculating all official poverty population statistics, and
are updated annually by the Census Bureau. The best approximation for the number of people
below the DHHS poverty guidelines in a particular area is the number of persons below the
Census Bureau poverty thresholds in that area.)

A Minority Population is defined as any readily identifiable group of minority persons who live in
geographic proximity, and if circumstances warrant, geographically dispersed/transient persons
(such as migrant workers or Native Americans) who will be similarly affected by a proposed
FHWA program, policy, or activity.

A Low-Income population is defined as any readily identifiable group of low-income persons
who live in geographic proximity, and, if circumstances warrant, geographically
dispersed/transient persons (such as migrant workers or Native Americans) who will be similarly
affected by a proposed FHWA program, policy, or activity.

In a December 16, 2011, memorandum titled Guidance on Environmental Justice and NEPA, the FHWA
laid out a basic methodology for performing Environmental Justice analysis. NDOR has adopted, and
FHWA has approved, an Environmental Justice methodology which follows the basic framework of the
2011 memorandum, but expands upon a few vague or undefined concepts. NDOR Environmental Justice
methodology is as follows:

1. Using localized census tract data and other relevant information sources, data is gathered
and readily identifiable groups or clusters of minority or low-income persons in the EJ study
area are listed. Small clusters or dispersed populations are not overlooked. Study area data
is also compared with the data of larger, identifiable areas (census tracts, cities, counties,





NDOR districts, etc.) to determine the proportion of minority and low-income persons
present in the study area.

2. Minority and low-income populations are identified where:

(a) A readily identifiable group or cluster of minority or low-income persons is located in
the EJ study area (for example, a low-income housing complex, or a workplace of mostly
minority persons); OR

(b) The minority or low-income population of the study area exceeds 50 percent; OR

(c) The minority or low-income population percentage of the affected area is
meaningfully greater than the minority population percentage in the general population
or other appropriate unit of geographic analysis. The meaningfully greater standard is
fact-dependent and requires professional judgment, but in most cases meaningfully
greater is about 6%-8% or above.

3. If minority and/or low-income populations are not present in the EJ study area, the analysis
is concluded.

4. If minority and/or low-income populations are present in the EJ study area, potential
disproportionately high and adverse effects of the proposed project are examined. If none
are identified, the analysis is concluded.

5. If minority and/or low-income populations are present in the EJ study area, and potential
disproportionately high and adverse effects of the proposed project have been identified,
proposed mitigation will be considered. Commonly, the application of effective mitigation
techniques can reduce or eliminate adverse effects that might otherwise fall
disproportionately upon minority and low-income populations.

6. Finally, the analysis concludes with a determination that the proposed project either will or
will not result in disproportionately high and adverse effects to minority and low-income
populations. State transportation agencies lack the regulatory authority to make a final
determination in cases where potential disproportionately high and adverse effects to
minority and/or low-income populations exist. In the event that potential disproportionately
high and adverse effects to minority and low-income populations are anticipated, even
when mitigation is expected to reduce or eliminate the effects, the analysis and
determination must be forwarded to the FHWA for comment, revision, and approval.
