
	
	

	

	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	
	

Temporary Closure on Northbound Ramps off I-180 for Eastbound 
and Westbound Cornhusker Highway Traffic in Lincoln 
 
November 14, 2016 (Lincoln, Neb.) — Weather permitting, a contractor will be doing a pavement lifting 
project on the I-180 northbound ramps (Reference Post 2) to Cornhusker Highway starting at 7:00 p.m., 
November 15 and opening at 7:00 a.m. on November 16, according to the Nebraska Department of 
Roads. 
 
State maintenance forces will be doing the flagging.  The work is anticipated to take one day.  Motorists 
wanting to go eastbound are to use I-180 to Superior Street, go to 14th Street and then south to 
Cornhusker Highway.  Westbound traffic should go on Superior Street to 1st Street and then south to 
Cornhusker Highway. 
 
Motorists should expect to see delays and are reminded to drive cautiously through highway work zones.
