DRE 12 Step Evaluation Sequence
The Drug Recognition Expert (DRE) procedure is a 12-
step standardized and systematic process to determine if 
a motorist is driving under the influence of drugs (DUID).   
DRE officers perform an evaluation procedure that can 
distinguish individuals under the influence of alcohol, 
other drugs, combinations of alcohol and other drugs, 
and injury/illness.
